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THE SEQUENCE OF TENSES

1. Subordinate clauses
A sentence can contain a main clause and one or more subordinate clauses. A
subordinate clause is a group of words containing a subject and verb and forming
part of a sentence:
We knew that the bridge was unsafe.
He gave it to me because he trusted me.
He ran faster than we did.
This is the picture that I bought in Rome.
(In the examples above and in 2 the subordinate clauses are in bold type.)

2. The sequence of tenses
When the main verb of a sentence is in a past tense, verbs in subordinate clauses
are normally in a past tense also. See the starred sentences below.

Tense of verb Tense of verb
in main clause in subordinate
clause
Present He thinks that it will rain. Future Simple
Past He thought that it would rain. ! Future-in-the-past
Present He sees that he has made a mistake. Pres. Perfect
Past He saw that he had made a mistake. Past Perfect
Present 1 work so hard that I am always tired. Present
Past 1 worked so hard that I was always | Past
tired.| |

Pres. Perfect He has done all that is necessary. Present
Past Perfect He had done all that was necessary. ! | Past
Present He says that he is going to eat it. Pres. Continuous
Past He said that he was going to eat that.!] Past Continuous

Note that infinitive and gerunds are not affected by the above rule:
He wants to go to Lyons.
o He wanted to go to Lyons.
He likes riding.
o He liked riding.

The rule about sequence of tenses applies also to reported speech when the
introductory verb is in a past tense.



REPORTED SPEECH

1. Main points

Direct speech means the words actually spoken. We put direct speech in
quotation marks (‘/'m bored’). We use it when we want to repeat the exact words.
But usually there is no need to repeat the exact words. In reported speech we only
give the meaning of what was said (He said he was bored.)

Report structures contain two clauses. The first clause is the reporting clause,
which contains a reporting verb such as say, tell, ask. If we report people’s thoughts
and feelings we may use verbs as think, feel, believe, etc. The second clause in a
report structure is the reported clause, which contains the information that you are
reporting. The reported clause can be a ‘that’-clause, a ‘to’-infinitive clause, an ‘if’-
clause, or a ‘wh’-word clause.

The boy said that he didn’t do it.

The boss told me to type this letter.
Jane asked if she could take that book.
He asked where to put it.

2. Statements in reported speech
1. If you want to report a statement, you use a ‘that’-clause after certain verbs.
The most useful are:

add decide point out
admit* deny promise
agree explain™® reassure**
announce’™ grumble remark
answer insist remind**
argue inform™** reply
assure** mention* say*

I
boast notify ** suggest™*
claim object tell**
complain™® observe warn
convince** persuade**

With starred verbs you can mention the hearer but only after the preposition to.
The little girl complained to her mother that nobody talked to her.
The verbs with two stars must have the object after them:
He informed us that he would be late.

2. say or tell?
Indirect statements are usually introduced by say, or tell + object.
Say + to + object is possible but far less usual than tell + object.
We use tell without an indirect object only in the expressions tell a story,
tell the truth, tell a lie, tell the time, ctc.
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The boss said they could leave early.
The boss told them they could leave early.

3. Tense changes

Indirect speech is usually introduced by a verb in the past tense. Verbs in the
reported clause have to be changed into a corresponding ‘more past’ tense.

Direct speech Indirect speech
Simple present —> Simple past
1 write home every week. He said that he wrote home every week.
Present continuous ——> Past continuous
I am learning English. He said that he was learning English.
Present perfect —> Past perfect
I have learned the rule. He said that he had learned the rule.

Present perfect continuous ==> Past perfect continuous

I have been playing tennis. He said that he had been playing tennis.
Simple past —> Past perfect

1 finished reading the book. He said that he had finished reading the book.
Future —> Conditional

1 shall see her tomorrow. He said that he would see her tomorrow.
Future continuous —> Conditional continuous

I shall be seeing her He said that he would be seeing her tomorrow
anyway. anyway.

But note: Conditional ==> Conditional

I would like to take it. He said that he would like to take it.

4. Unchanged tenses
1. When the reporting verb is present, future, or present perfect, the tenses
used are usually the same as those in the speaker’s original words.

‘I shall be there in time.’ He says he will be there in time.
‘I visited three countries.”  She will ask you if you visited three countries.
‘I don’t want to do it.’ He has already said that he doesn’t want to do

it.’
2. But sometimes, even after past reporting verbs, the tenses can remain
unchanged:



a) If the statement is still up to date when we report it, then we have a choice. We
often leave the tense the same, but we can change it:
She told me that she is (or was) only 25.
Tom told me that his father owns (or owned) a shop.

b) In sentences like these, we prefer present tenses if we feel that we are
reporting facts; we prefer past tenses if we are not sure that they are true.
She said she was only 25. (I am not sure of this fact.)
That’s why, in news reports the tense is usually changed because some
people may think the statement is untrue.
The Prime Minister said that the government had made the right
decision.

c) If the statement is out of date, then we change the tense in reported
speech:
She told me that she was 25 last year.

d) In theory the past tense changes to the past perfect, but in spoken
English it is often left unchanged, provided this doesn’t cause confusion.
He said, ‘I loved her’ must become He said he had loved her as
otherwise there would be a change of meaning. But He said, ‘The show
was splendid’ could be reported He said that the show was/had been
splendid.

e) The past continuous tense in theory changes to the past perfect
continuous but in practice usually remains unchanged.
She said, ‘When I saw him he was talking to a man.
o She said that when she saw him he was talking to a man.

The exception is when it refers to a completed action:
She said, ‘We were planning to move to a new flat but then decided not
fo.
o She said that they had been planning to move to a new flat but had
decided not to.

f) In written English past tenses usually do change to past perfect but there
are certain exceptions:

v" Past Simple and Past Continuous in time clauses do not normally change.
The verb in the main clause can either remain unchanged or become the
past perfect:

He said, ‘When I was living/lived with my friend I cleaned the flat.
o He said that when he was living/lived with his friend he usually
cleaned/had usually cleaned the flat.
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v' A past tense is used to describe a state of affairs which still exists when
the speech is reported remains unchanged.
She said, ‘I decided not to buy the house because it was in the industrial

area.

o She said she had decided not to buy the house because it was in

the industrial area.

5. Time and place expressions in reported speech

a) Adverbs and adverbial phrases of time and place change as follows:

Direct Speech

here
now

today, tonight
this week / month / year
tomorrow

the day after tomorrow
next week / month / year

yesterday
the day before yesterday
last night
last week / month / year

ago
Also: this / these

Reported Speech
there
then, that day, at once, immediately,
right away
that day, that night
that week / month / year
the next day, the following day, the
day after
in two days’ time
the next / the following week / month,
year
the day before, the previous day
two days before
the previous night
the previous week / month / year; the
week / month / year before
before
that / those

b) But if the speech is made and reported on the same day these time changes

are not necessary:

At breakfast this morning Dad said, ‘I'll be late today.’
o At breakfast this morning Dad said that he would be late today.

c) Of course it is necessary to make some logical changes if a speech is reported

one or two days after it was made. On Monday Tom phoned Jane:

I'm returning the day after tomorrow. (i.e. on Wednesday)
If Jane reports his words on Tuesday she will say:

Tom said he was returning tomorrow.
If she reports them on Wednesday she will say:

Tom said he was returning today.



d) here becomes there only when it is clear what place is meant:
When they were leaving the library he said, ‘I’ll be here again tomorrow.’
o When they were leaving the library he said that he would be there again
the next day.
But usually here has to be replaced by some phrase:
She opened the door and said to the dog, ‘Stay here!’
o She opened the door and ordered the dog to stay beside the door.
Mother said, ‘Come here, children’.
o Mother called the children.

6. Reported questions

1. When we turn direct questions into indirect speech, the reported clause is
an ‘if’-clause (if the question is general) or a ‘wh’-word clause (if the
question 1is special). Tenses, pronouns and possessive adjectives, and
adverbs of time and place change as in statements. Word order in an
indirect question is the same as in a statement. Auxiliaries are not used.
Question marks are omitted.
“Do you work hard enough?” she asked him.
o She asked him if he worked hard enough.
“Where did you work? " she asked him.
o She asked him where he had worked.

2. if or whether
Normally both are used to introduce a general question in the reported speech
(if is more usual):
1 wonder if/whether they would come in time.
But whether is used in the following cases:
a) When there is a choice, and both sides of an alternative are given:
He asked me whether I was going to get there by train or by bus.

b) whether or not:
He asked, ‘Do you want me to help you or not?’
e He asked whether or not I wanted him to help me.
e or He asked if I wanted him to help me or not.

c) After prepositions and before to-infinitives:
She wondered whether to leave now or wait.
He can’t solve a problem of whether to marry her or her sister.

d) If the question contains a conditional clause. Otherwise there would be two ifs:
She said, ‘If you have time will you do it for me?’
She asked whether 1'd do it for her, if I had time.
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7. Reported orders/requests/advice/suggestions, etc.

Indirect commands, requests, orders, etc. are usually expressed by a verb of
command/request/order + object + infinitive or infinitive without an object or a that-
clause.

The following verbs can be used:

advise™ forbid* refuse
admit implore* remind*
agree™ instruct® request™®
ask* invite* suggest
apologize offer* tell*
beg* order* threaten™
command* persuade™® urge*
encourage* recommend’* warn*

Starred verbs are usually used with the object and the infinitive
(=‘Objective-with-the-infinitive’ construction):

‘Sit down here,’ said the mother.

o The mother asked him to sit down beside her.
‘I’ll beat you,” said the boy to his younger brother.

o The boy threatened to beat his younger brother.

8. apologize for, admit, insist and suggest are followed by the ing-form:
‘Shall we go to a disco?’ He suggested going to a disco.
‘Let’s do it right now.’ He insisted on doing it immediately.

9. advise, admit, agree, insist, promise, suggest and warn can be followed by a
that-clause:

She promised (that) she would finish the article be the end of the week.

He admitted (that) he was wrong.

10. ask, agree, beg, offer, promise, refuse and threaten can be followed by the
infinitive without mentioning the hearer. Ask and beg can be followed by the
passive infinitive:

They asked to see the manager.

The old woman begged not to be interrogated as a witness.

11. Negative commands, requests, offers etc. are usually reported by not +

infinitive:
The FBI officer ordered the policemen not to use weapons.
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12. Exclamations and yes/no

A. Exclamations usually become statements in reported speech. The exclamation
mark disappears.
1. Exclamations beginning What (a)... or How... can be reported
a) by exclaim/say that:
He said, ‘What a disgusting smell!” or ‘How disgusting!’
e He exclaimed that it was a disgusting smell / was disgusting.
or b) by give an exclamation of delight/disgust/horror/relief/surprise etc.
He said, ‘What a disgusting smell!’
o He gave an exclamation of disgust.
c) If an exclamation is followed by an action we can use the
construction
with an exclamation of delight/disgust etc. + he/she etc + verb
He said, ‘What a disgusting smell!” and left the room.
e He left the room with an exclamation of disgust.

2. Other types of exclamation, such as Good! Marvelous! Splendid!
Heavens! Oh! Ugh! etc. can be reported as in (b) or (c) above:
‘Good! he exclaimed.
e He gave an exclamation of pleasure/satisfaction.
‘Ugh!’ she exclaimed and turned the programme off.
o With an exclamation of disgust she turned the programme off.
Other examples:
He said, ‘Thank you!’ = He thanked me.
He said, ‘Curse this rain!’ = He cursed the rain.
He said, ‘Good luck!’ = He wished me luck.
He said, ‘Congratulations!” = He congratulated me.
He said, ‘Liar!’ = He called me a liar.
He said, ‘Damn!’ etc. = He swore.
The notice said: WELCOME TO THE CONGRESS!
The notice welcomed the members of the congress.

B. yes and no are expressed in reported speech by subject + appropriate
auxiliary verb:
He said, ‘Can you dive? and I said ‘No’.
e He asked (me) if I could dive and I said I couldn’t.
He said, ‘Will you have time to help me?’ and I said ‘Yes’.
o He asked if I would have time to help him and I said that I would.

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THE PASSIVE VOICE

1. Form

A. The passive of an active tense is formed by putting the verb to be into the
same tense as the active verb and adding the past participle of the active verb.
The subject of the active verb becomes the ‘agent’ of the passive verb. The
agent is very often not mentioned. When it is mentioned it is preceded by by
and placed at the end of the clause:

My grandfather planted this tree.
This tree was planted by my grandfather.

B. Examples of present, past and perfect passive tenses (simple):
We clean the room every day. The room is cleaned every day.
They broke the window. The window was broken.
They have washed the car. The car has been washed.

2. Active Tenses and Their Passive Equivalents

Tense/Verb form Active voice Passive voice
Present simple keeps is kept
Present continuous is keeping is being kept
Present perfect has kept has been kept
Past simple kept was kept
Past continuous was keeping was being kept
Past perfect had kept had been kept
Future will keep will be kept

Perfect Conditional would have kept would have been kept
Present infinitive to keep to be kept
Perfect infinitive to have kept to have been kept
Present participle/Gerund | keeping being kept
Perfect participle having kept having been kept

3. Get in the Passive
In colloquial speech get is sometimes used instead of be. We use get to
emphasize an action or a change. We often use it for something happening by
an accident, unexpectedly or in an unplanned way:
The eggs got (=were) broken.
How did the painting get damaged?
But not: The picture got painted several years ago.
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We also use get in idiomatic expressions, e.g. get washed (=wash oneself),
get dressed/changed, get engaged/married/divorced, get started (=start)

4. Questions in the Passive
Questions about the identity of the subject of an active verb are usually
expressed by an affirmative (i.e. when the question is asked without an auxiliary
(for Present and Past Simple) and with the direct word order):
The traffic delayed me. What delayed you?
Our team won. Which team won?
Questions about the subject of a passive verb are also expressed by an
affirmative:
Something was done. What was done?
One of the houses was sold. Which of them was sold?
Interrogative verbs in active questions about the object become affirmative
verbs in passive questions:
Active What did they steal? (interrogative verb)
Passive What was stolen?  (affirmative verb)
Conversely, affirmative verbs in active questions become interrogative verbs
in passive questions:
Active  Who wrote it? (affirmative verb)
Passive Who was it written by? (interrogative verb)
Other types of questions require interrogative verbs in both active and passive:
Active  When/Where/Why did he paint it?
Passive When/Where/Why was it painted?

5. By or With

1. After some past participles which are used like adjectives (to describe a state
of mind, not an action), other prepositions are used instead of by to introduce
the agent. Compare:

She was frightened by a mouse that ran into the room.
I've always been terribly frightened of spiders.

2. With is used when we talk about an instrument which helps the agent to do
an action.
He was shot with a revolver.

6. Have something done — Causative Form

1. This construction can be used to express more neatly sentences of the
type ‘I employed someone to do something for me’; i.e. instead of saying
1 employed someone to clean my car we can say I had my car cleaned,
and instead of I got a man to repair my roof, we can say [ had my roof
repaired.
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The word order is important: the past participle (cleaned/repaired etc.) comes
after the object (the car/the roof).

have + object + pastparticiple

Jill had the roof repaired yesterday.
Where did you have your hair done?
We are having the house painted at the moment.
Tom has just had a telephone installed in his flat.
How often do you have your car serviced?
Why don’t you have that coat cleaned?
I want to have my photograph taken.

‘Get something done’ is possible instead of have something done but is more
colloquial.
We must get another key made.

2. Have something done sometimes has a different meaning of have
something happened (usually by accident or misfortune).
We had our passports stolen.
He had two of his teeth knocked out in the fight.
You can see that here the subject is the person who suffers as a result of
the action. The subject could be a thing:
The houses had their roofs blown off by the storm.
