Astakhova Kateryna. Foreseeable trends of PTSD impact on the
interaction and relationships of internal stakeholders in the higher
education sector.

Issues of possible options of post-traumatic stress disorder impact on the
development of the educational sector have been under consideration, first for
all —the main internal stakeholders — those who teach and those who learn.

Challenges for universities have been in focus as they appeared to suffer the
greatest losses through several reasons under Russian full-scale aggression
against Ukraine. In the first place it’s related to teaching staff having found
themselves in extreme difficulties connected with PTSD, university collapses,
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forced migration, dramatic decrease in the number of students, etc. Internal
stakeholders — scientists and teaching staff faced the pressure through the micro-
collectives tension, so they began to subdivide into groups following “those
who left-stayed-returned” indication and so on.

The article has assumed, as a hypothesis, that it is up to micro-collectives
themselves (faculties, departments, scientific schools, laboratories) to play a
significant role in PTSD and post-war trauma consequences overcoming.

Hoha Nataliia. Features of educational activities in the conditions
of martial law.

The article examines the features and possibilities of educational activities in
modern Ukraine under martial law.

The author identifies the main areas, the analysis of which most systematically
describes the organization of educational activities: migration processes among
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representatives of all parts of the educational process (pupils, students, teachers,
research and teaching staff and administrative staff); security and technical
communication; psychological security issues; preservation and restoration of
the material and technical base.

The article also describes some features of participation in the educational
process of pupils and students abroad and the prospects for their return to Ukraine,
as well as the prolonged risks of extending the martial law. The author provides
options for ensuring the conditions for maintaining the stability of the educational
process in the conditions of danger and communication problems, as well as the
possibility of expanding the use of educational platforms and portals.

The problems of the subjects of the educational process related to high levels
of stress, deterioration of the psychological state, manifestations of post-traumatic
stress disorder and prospects for the protection of mental health are outlined.

To consider the directions of the post-war recovery of the educational sector
in Ukraine in general and higher education in particular, where the main indicators
are the effectiveness of management, public trust in educational activities, quality
assurance and competitiveness, the image of educational institutions and the
internationalization of education.

Zverko Tamara. A graduate on the labour market: employment
opportunities and strategies.

The article considered the problem of employment of graduates of Ukrainian
universities in the labour market. Based on the data of the State Statistics Service
of Ukraine and the results of research, the current state of the youth labour market
is analyzed in which there is an insufficient level of economic activity of young
people, which is explained by limited opportunities for employment in the chosen
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profession the lack of practical skills and abilities among young professionals
and the slow development of youth entreprencurship.

Emphasis is placed on the competitive advantages of graduates — practical
work skills, organizational work experience, digital competence and ability to
creatively solve tasks.

Markers of unsuccessful employment are singled out, including insufficiently
developed skills for analyzing changes occurring in the labour market,
unpreparedness for successful self-employment, unformed career plans, etc.

The relevance of the hybrid employment strategy is proven, and its
effectiveness, which demonstrated by the example of empirical data. An analysis
of the hybrid employment strategy was carried out and its definition was proposed
as an integral indicator of achievement, cooperation, proactivity and
multiprofessionalism.

It was determined that such strategies for employment of university graduates
demonstrate an orientation towards multi-discipline, maximum use of own
resources, proactive position and mobility in the labour market.

Topical issues of
information training in conditions of digital transformation.

One of the main functions of education is training specialists having sufficient
information and research skills to be able to navigate in the new information
space.

The article highlights major current areas of information technology training
in the modern education system.

Information technology training for non-technical specialties may include
initial training in algorithmization and programming, as well as training in specialty-
specific No-code programming. No-code programming is an approach that allows
users to create applications through visual modeling and customization of pre-
made processes or templates. No-code enables every user to create applications
without professional programming skills.
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As a potential platform, the AppSheet solution is considered, which implements
the No-code technology for Google spreadsheets.

The essence and functions of
state regulation of the educational services market.

The article examines the essence and functions of state regulation of the
educational services market. It is found out that the specifics of educational
services are that their consumption brings benefits, not only to the whole society,
but also to a specific individual who provides for their payment. Since the benefits
of consuming educational services for both an individual and an enterprise are
growing in the context of the development of a post-industrial society, the share
ofindividual costs in education costs should increase, and the sources of financing
for higher education institutions should diversify.

It is proved that state regulation is an alternative means of compensating for
the inefficiency of the market mechanism, a non-market means of regulating
economic activity, which provides for a system of administrative and economic
methods. Legal instruments of state regulation of the educational services market
are considered, which include administrative methods of influencing market
entities, ensuring the legislative framework for the functioning of the educational
services market, creating formal norms and mechanisms for monitoring their
implementation. Economic instruments of state regulation of the educational
services market, according to many researchers, are represented by the
entrepreneurial activity of the state and financial methods. Entrepreneurial activity
of the state in the market of educational services is traditionally understood as
additional to budget financing production of educational services by state
institutions of higher education in accordance with state educational standards.

It is determined that the state in the market of educational services of higher
education performs three groups of functions: ensuring the institutional and
legal basis for the activities of market entities; providing educational services
within the framework of budget financing, and monitoring the activities of the
university sector in order to ensure the proper quality of educational services;
ensuring the relationship of factor markets with the market of educational services,
as well as a normal investment climate for attracting funds from the private sector
in the field of higher education.

Svishchova Yevheniia. Logic and intuition are two opposite and
inseparable components of mathematical thinking

The article is devoted to logic and intuition — two opposite and inextricably
linked properties of the mathematical style of thinking, the formation of which is
important for life in modern society. Logical thinking differs from true premises in
that it always leads to a true conclusion, without relying on experience and other
external factors. At the same time, the development of science and especially
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mathematics is impossible without intuition. Intuition is the ability to grasp the
truth by seeing it directly without justification by means of a logically rigorous
proof. Thus, intuition is a sort of antipode, a counterweight to logic and rigor. It is
noted that two completely different methods are needed for knowledge of the
world: on the one hand, logical, strictly evidential, and on the other, intuitive,
based on direct synthetic judgment, not based on evidence. Exaggerating the role
of both strict logic and intuition is extreme. It is asserted that one of the tasks of
mathematical education is the formation of correct mathematical intuition. However,
the formation of mathematical intuition should not contradict the mastery of the
basics of mathematics and the development of logical thinking based on proof. It
is important that during the proof, students are taught the most important thing -
the ability to solve problems using mathematical methods. It is concluded that
logic and intuition do not exclude or replace each other. In the process of cognition,
they are closely intertwined, supporting and complementing each other. Each of
them is necessary in its place and time.

Khilkovska Asia. Developing students’ social and cultural
competence through learning the politeness theory.

The paper views a socio-lingual competence as a pragmatic competence leading
to effective realization of one’s communicative intentions in cross-cultural
interaction, being, therefore, one of the most important language competences.
The competence is built and developed as part of language learning, when a
student is trained to consciously select language instruments meeting their
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communicative intentions with regard of socio-lingual and socio-cultural factors
typical of the communicative situation. The author reviews the ways a socio-
lingual competence is developed in most popular authentic language courses
and comes up with the conclusion that it is done implicitly, without any theoretical
grounding, by forming consistently students’ awareness of a typical speech
behaviour from which the idea of the native speaker’s values and mindsets is
referred. The paper suggests that developing a pragmatic competence of a foreign
language speaker requires special attention and a comprehensive understanding
of socio-lingual and socio-cultural factors that determine speech behaviour of
native speakers in a particular communicative situation. To achieve this, the author
suggests studying some linguistic theories, including Grice’s Maxims and the
Politeness Theory of P. Brown and S. Levinson. According to the author, getting
to know the theories will contribute to comprehensive understanding of the
English-language lingua-cultural principles impacting the choice of language
instruments for interaction in English.

Guslenko Iryna. The impact of technology on the translators
training and the future of translators.

The paper deals with the problems of using information technologies in the
process of training students of translation departments and addresses the issues
of the future of translators in the electronic world. It is recognized that technology
has fundamentally changed the requirements for translation and translators, in
result the ability to apply information technology in translation has gained great
importance, which should be taken into account in the process of translators
training,
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The analyzed features of computer-aidedtranslation done with the help of
Machine Translation programs allowed us to conclude that the use of Machine
Translation programs requires post-editing as a separate stage that follows the
translation and formation of students post-editing skills.

The paper proves that the introduction of professional computer-assisted
translation services and programs into the educational process has some difficulties
because of some contradictions between the need of mastering the CAT tools as
a requirement of the translation industry labor market and the possibilities of
acquiring advanced training skills and abilities during the training. The author
offers some practical ways to overcome the identified obstacles.

Chemodanova Maryna. Specificities of foreign language teaching
to adult learners.

The article deals with the problem of teaching adults and how the
knowledge gained in the field of psycholinguistics can be applied for the
intensification of learning of foreign languages by adult students. An analysis
of modern methods and concepts based on knowledge about the
peculiarities of psychological perception of educational material is presented,
with the view on language teaching as a cognitive and emotional process
and taking into account the central role of the student in the learning process.
The article determines the foundations and principles of the andragogic
educational model with individualization of education, adaptation of language
teaching methods and activities conducted with adult students in the
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classroom to their needs and motives for learning. The problems of adult
learning are highlighted and recommendations are given regarding the
“diagnosis” of the learning style of individual students or groups and the
creation of conditions for successful foreign language acquisition by people
with different life experiences, training, psychological and cognitive factors,
including active and conscious learning, regularity of learning, student’s
involvement in taking decisions, the adaptation of learning styles to students’
cognitive styles.

Bocharnykova Tetiana. The impact of using multimedia tools on
the formation of the professional mobility of future translators.

The paper focuses on the problem of examination of modern tools, particularly
multimedia tools, and their main functions, for optimization of the process of
professional training of future translators.

The use of multimedia tools in the educational process makes it possible to
implement such approaches to the formation of a future specialist in translation
studies, which can fully satisfy the employers’ demand for competent specialists
possessing professional knowledge, skills, and competencies that increase their
adaptability and competitiveness in conditions of constant change, i.e. in
professionally mobile specialists.

It has been found that traditional basic higher education does not allow
graduates to fulfill their professional ambitions, therefore there is a need for its
restructuring in order to focus on new labor market needs and establishment of
new pedagogical approaches for the formation of translators’ professional mobility
by means of multimedia, based on the actual development of modern information
and communications technologies.

Among the highlighted advantages of using multimedia tools are that the
educational process can take place in any corner of the world; modern multimedia
tools make it possible to diversify the teaching aids and make them more accessible
and visual for students; free and easy access to educational materials encourages
students’ discipline (provided that there are clear deadlines for assignments).
The main established functions of multimedia tools that influence the formation
of professional mobility of future translators are such as pedagogical,
compensatory, educational, developing, and adaptive.

The growth of the components in the professional mobility structure is seen
as an indicator of the effective use of multimedia tools in the process of
professional training of translators in institutions of higher education. It can be
possible with the development of the system of professional mobility on the
correct methodological basis that includes modern approaches and principles,
taking into account internal (kind of activity, multimedia educational opportunities)
and external determinants (stakeholders’ requirements, quality standards of
translation services, level of education).

The
global computerization of the planet has not bypassed the education system and
has affected the improvement of its form and content. At the beginning of the 21st
century, a stage of rapid digital changes has begun, which has proved its high
efficiency. Many foreign and domestic scientists are closely watching the process
of introducing advanced computer technologies into the education system using
the example of the activities of modern educational centers. Such scientists as

Honcharov Hlib. Features of formation of corporate social
responsibility of universities as a factor.

By improving relations with the public, stakeholders, investors and authorities,
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social responsibility significantly affects the ability of domestic universities to
successfully develop and achieve competitiveness, as well as increase market
share and build a positive image. Through the system of quality education,
performing various forms of social responsibility, the university realizes its
contribution to the world of the future and solves local and global human problems.
Transparent two-way communication between business and educational
institutions becomes an effective tool for significantly increasing trust. The
presence of an effective system of social responsibility of a higher educational
institution and the management’s awareness of its importance becomes a powerful
tool for strengthening the competitiveness of higher educational institutions in
market conditions. The results were obtained using synthetic methods, analyzing
official websites of universities, i.e. CSR sections, media publications, non-financial
reports, CSR strategies, guidelines, policies and other publicly available
information documents. The study analyzed the formation of a system of social
responsibility in the field of education, with special emphasis on ensuring the
quality of education as the most important end result of the activity of an
educational institution, deepened theoretical developments regarding the search
for a competitive mechanism for the development of higher education institutions.
It is concluded that CSR in the context of a university’s competitive advantage
can be considered as a resource that can be used to increase competitiveness
while simultaneously creating shared value for educational institutions, society
and the environment. At the same time, the effectiveness of the university’s
activities can be increased only if CSR strategies are internally motivated and
built on a specific platform of company resources and capabilities.

Bannikova Kateryna. Ukraine as a brand in times of war: trends
and mechanisms of formation in modern Ukraine.

The article explores the role of national branding in society and the state,
analyzing the main factors influencing a country’s image. It is shown that the key
factor influencing the activation of the Ukrainian national brand was the war. The
main indicators of the brand that changed during the military period are considered,
including the “soft power index”. The study found that despite the devaluation
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ofthe Ukrainian brand due to the war, the strength, international significance, and
influence of the Ukrainian brand increased. Sociological research has shown a
significant increase in Ukraine’s popularity in the world due to the war, as well as
a growing positive attitude toward Ukraine in Western countries. The Ukrainian
state has moved from negative images formed on pre-war stereotypes to symbols
formed during its struggle for independence. It is shown that Ukraine is now more
of a symbol than just a brand. The article identifies the main strategically important
aspects of Ukraine’s modern symbolic image. The role of the media in shaping
Ukraine’s international brand and its image is analyzed. The main factors that
influence a country’s image are studied, and it is determined that successes within
the country, its economic development/potential, legal status and level of civil
society, and cultural values are among the key factors in shaping a country’s
image. Image policies conducted by public diplomacy and companies engaged in
forming a country’s brand play a secondary role.

EFFICIENT PRODUCT PRICING MODEL
AS A FACTOR IN INCREASING AN IT COMPANY
COMPETITIVENESS

This article analyses the most popular product pricing strategies as a factor in
increasing an I'T company’s competitiveness. We are analyzing the best practices
used by most IT companies.

There are two main pricing approaches in the market: cost-based and value-
based. The cost-based approach includes three models: Dedicated Team, Time
and material, and a Fixed Price.

A Dedicated Team is a model in which a company provides a team of specific
professionals for a specific time. Such a scheme minimizes product-related risks
for a team provider but also does not give control over the final product. Such a
scheme would increase the competitiveness of companies with decent expertise
in a particular domain but with limited resources for their own production. In a
Time and Material model, one divides a project into several tasks, estimating them
approximately. Such an approach allows for a more objective assessment of the
cost. This model would increase a company’s competitiveness by minimizing the
uncertainty risks of both parties — the IT company and their client (regardless if it
isa B2C or a B2B solution). A Fixed price model stands for paying a fixed amount
for a certain amount of work. It is advantageous due to an accurately predicted
result and minimal risk for the customer. This model can increase a company’s
competitiveness by making its service or product more attractive to customers (in
both B2C and B2B sectors).

A value-based approach is more innovative. This approach is based on the
customer’s perception of the service, not on the cost of the service. Such a
pricing approach allows companies to build long-term relations with customers,
increasing their loyalty and even allowing the company to set a price that has
nothing to do with the actual spent on a product or a service.

To sum up, an effective product pricing strategy may increase the IT company’s
competitiveness.

The IT market has shown massive growth within the past few decades.
Its full potential seems far away from its current state, and we see new
market players coming in and out, along with the billions of investments
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being multiplied or spent in vain within months (not even years!). These
facts make investors from the government and private sectors think of the
main factors that allow one market participant to last longer and stay
competitive and others — to leave the market soon after the launch.

The competitiveness of an IT company is a complex phenomenon that
includes but is not limited to the company’s product uniqueness, go-to-
market strategy, product and company agility, scalability, and even global
social trends.

The first thing that comes to mind when considering company success
is revenue. We should also analyze the product the company offers
(“product’ stands here for both service and physical construction), the way
it works with the people, and the time it comes to a market. However, we
suggest putting these off so far because it would shift emphasis to the
product. Let us start from the fundamental question — company pricing
policy, which affects its competitiveness and cooperation with a potential
consumer (regardless if it is a B2C or B2B solution).

Nowadays, there is no universal approach to the pricing model in IT.
However, there are a few best practices used by the major big players and
adopted by companies of different scales worldwide. We can distinguish
two main pricing approaches in the market: a cost-based approach and an
approach based on value.

The first one is easier and more common, so let us describe it first. It
includes the following pricing models:

Dedicated Team;

Time and material;

Fixed Price [1].

Let us have a closer look at these three. A Dedicated Team is a model
in which a company and a client mutually agree on the project requirements
and the workload for a specified time. For instance, for an outsourcing
company, it would mean that they are to provide professionals that meet
customers’ requirements and are fully focused on the task. The client has
complete managerial control over the project and the team, while the service
provider is effectively the recruiter and provides administrative support [2].

We have started from this pricing option because, in such cases, the
service provider role is reduced to a minimum after the team’s formation.
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Usually, cooperation under this model consists of several main stages:
determination of team skills and size, search or training of those specialists
by the service providing company, and finally, the team gathering and start
of the work.

Such a scheme is widely used for complex projects where product
development teams need to gain more professionals quickly but do not
have resources for their hiring or training. For a ‘team consumer’ this
scheme reduces people management costs but raises risks of not having
complete control over the newbies joining their product [3]. For a team
provider, this scheme is advantageous due to minimal product adoption-
related risks, but it also gives no control over the final product.

Such a scheme would increase the competitiveness of companies with
decent expertise in a particular domain but are limited in resources for
their own production. We can even compare this strategy with a consulting
service. However, a dedicated team does not only offer their knowledge
but also participates in product development directly.

One of the most popular pricing models is The Time and material (T&M).
This pricing model fits complex and complicated projects and product
development, where it is hard to tell how long or hard the development
process will be. It is also popular among products with an open goal (or
simply without a clear vision of the final result), especially when it is
impossible to divide the process into several smaller stages [4, 5].

This pricing approach is more effective than the fixed price because of
the innovative nature of most IT products. It is easy to predict how long a
well-known process will take, but the estimate is close to guessing when it
comes to anything nobody has done before. E.g., one can tell that a team
of four can paint a car in a week, but it is impossible to tell how long it will
take to build a controller for a newly invented artificial blood pump.

For this reason, companies usually divide each project into several
separate tasks, explaining their importance, complexity, execution method,
and approximate cost (along with the confidence level for that estimate).
Then the client can determine the order and method of performing tasks
given their price and importance for the project. Such an approach allows
for a more objective assessment of the cost of the provided services.

Therefore, the time and materials pricing model works for projects that
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are difficult to estimate (for example, for innovative projects) and require
significant flexibility in the implementation process. This model would
increase a company’s competitiveness by minimizing the uncertainty risks
of both parties — the IT company and their client (regardless if it is a B2C
or a B2B solution).

The last (and the most common in the conditions of “traditional”
industries) pricing model is the Fixed price. It is clear from the name that
this option involves paying a fixed amount for a certain amount of work.
The fixed price model is ideal for small to medium-sized projects where all
requirements, specifications, and timelines can be clearly defined before
the development starts. After the customer’s request, the service-providing
company analyzes the scope and complexity of the project and provides
the project implementation schedule and a fixed budget for the customer’s
approval.

The main stages of work under this model are also quite “classical”:
the customer submits a request with requirements, the executor and the
customer discuss the details, the executor sends a proposal, a payment
schedule, and a delivery schedule, which is then agreed upon by both parties
and drawn up in the form of a contract. After fulfilling the terms of the
contract (provision of services), the client accepts and approves the
product [5].

The advantages of such a model are an accurately predicted result,
minimal risk for the customer, and no need for constant control. However,
this is the cause of specific difficulties — the exact planning process itself
may require significant financial resources and time, and making changes
during implementation is difficult and costly. In fact, the longer the
development lasts, the more expensive a change or a mistake in initial
requirements becomes. This model can increase a company’s
competitiveness by making its service or product more attractive to
customers (in both B2C and B2B sectors).

It is worth remembering that the IT industry is one of the most innovative
and dynamic, and the issue of pricing is also not static. In the global practice
of production, the value-based model (by which we mean how valuable a
product or service is to the consumer; consumer value) became a novelty
at the end of the last century (approximately at the same time when people
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came to understand the importance of product delivery or services). In
production, it is challenging to use such an approach because usually, such
a technique will lead to a significant price increase (due to the brand,
prestige of the product, etc.). Moreover, production costs have a natural
physical expression, so they usually cannot be overestimated. On the other
hand, the sphere of services offers excellent opportunities for using this
pricing strategy [3].

A value strategy focuses on a long-term relationship between the
consumer and the service provider. It is based on the customer’s perception
of the service, not on the cost of the service.

From a marketing perspective, a pricing strategy’s goal is to set a price
that is the monetary equivalent of the value the customer sees in the product
while maintaining a profit margin and return on investment. It is hard to
disagree with this approach and with the fact that the traditional approach
to assessing the value of IT services tends to be short-term and tactical
and puts the interests of the provider above the interest of the customer.
Conversely, the value approach is customer-based, strategic, and long-
term, as it focuses on commercializing the value perception of each
customer.

Companies that understand the strategic role of pricing and use a
systematic approach to pricing, with an understanding of how customers
value alternative services and the prices they are willing to pay, can make
better decisions throughout the service development and implementation
process. Buyers choose the most acceptable options based on how much
the indicated price corresponds to the benefits that the customer will receive
(of course, such an assessment is more than subjective) [6]. Such a pricing
strategy increases the company’s competitiveness by making its customers
more loyal and building long-term relationships with individual customers,
which leads to a brand awareness.

What affects the value of a product to a consumer? Value is the total
benefit the customers receive at the price that they, as customers, are
willing to pay. IT companies should first understand how their customers
perceive value. Service providers must understand how to reach this trade-
off and influence product and service configurations to maximize customer
value and, as a result, business results. In our further explorations, we will
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focus more on how customer value forms, what affects it, and how the
company pricing model should interact with the overall company marketing
plan.

Thus, after considering the most popular pricing models, we can state
that each can be a factor in increasing the company’s competitiveness. By
choosing the most effective product pricing model for an IT company, a
business entity can minimize its risks, compensate for the team’s lack of
experience, or, on the contrary, profitably sell its own experience and use
the company’s knowledge and material resources as efficiently as possible.
The choice of pricing strategy will depend on the company’s level of
expertise in the niche, the volume of the material base for production, and
the level of uncertainty in the requirements for the final product.
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TRANSFORMATION OF BUSINESS MODELS
OF ENTITIES OF ECONOMIC RELATIONS
IN THE DIGITAL ECONOMY

The article is devoted to the transformation of business models of subjects of
economic relations in the digital economy. It was illustrated that the transformation
of socio-economic systems in the direction of the development of the digital form
of manifestation of economic relations is an urgent problem that requires the
close attention of researchers and practitioners. The modern dynamically
developing environment poses new challenges to subjects of economic relations.
The development of technology, automation, and repeated acceleration of
processes taking place in the external environment create the need to change
traditional approaches to the formation of business models of conducting
business. Key aspects of the transformation of business models of subjects of
economic relations in the digital economy were considered in the study. The
importance of the influence of the conditions of digitalization of the economy on
the process of forming a business model of a business structure was emphasized.
Comparative characteristics of the traditional and platform business models of
the subject of economic relations were regarded. Classification of forms of
implementation of business models in conditions of digitization of the economy
was presented. It was stated in the article that the digital transformation of the
system of economic relations of the business structure presupposes the necessity
of a fundamental restructuring of its classical business model. It was concluded
that the digital transformation of the business model can be considered a form of
conducting business that involves the active implementation of digital technologies
in the process of forming the value chain. It was also shown that the application
of platform business models rapidly replaces competition between subjects of
economic relations with competition between business platforms, leaving only
narrow market niches for traditional business models. The study demonstrated
that the transformation of business models of subjects of economic relations to
the conditions of digitalization of the economy facilitates and accelerates their
business processes, makes their work more efficient, and allows increasing market
capitalization of business structures.

Formulation of the problem. The world economy is undergoing
significant changes related to digital technologies. Digitization is one of the
main trends in the development of the modern economy. The availability
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of modern technologies: digital platforms, artificial intelligence, cloud
computing, Internet of Things technology, big data, and blockchain — radically
changes the possibilities of using the information in business to optimize
the processes of increasing productivity and improving the quality of goods
and services. Increasing the competitiveness of business structures is
currently impossible without digital transformation. And this, in turn, requires
business structures to fundamentally rebuild and adapt their business models
to the challenges of the digital economy. Transformation of business models
of subjects of economic relations facilitates and speeds up business
processes, makes them more efficient, and allows for attracting more
customers, making economic subjects more competitive. Herewith, the
competitiveness of the business structure is one of the key factors of its
success and stability in the market, which makes the research topic relevant.

Analysis of publications on the research topic. Ideas about the
direction of digital transformation of the economy began to shape in the
mid-90s of the 20th century. K. Kurokawa, T. Umesao, Y. Hayashi, E.
Masuda, M. Castells, and J. Naisbit made a significant contribution to the
understanding of the role of ICT in the development of society and the
conditions of digitalization of the economy. Currently, A. Bryan, K. Kelly,
N. Negroponte, D. Westerman, and others are dealing with the problems
of the digital transformation of the economy. On the topic of digital
transformation of business, there are few scientific works performed by
consulting companies [1-4].

The concept of a business model first appeared in scientific works at
the end of the 1940s. Until the second half of the 1990s, it was considered
mainly in the context of corporate strategy and was primarily associated
with the works of M. Porter and P. Drucker, although they did not directly
use this term.

The modern concept of the business model was first presented by
H. Hemel and K. Prahalad. From the point of view of the mentioned authors,
the business model is perceived as a connecting link between the company’s
strategy and the business processes implemented by it [5]. The most famous
business model today is the model of the Swiss business analysts
O. Osterwald and 1. Pinye — Business Model Canvas [6], within which
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the authors identified two groups of main factors that form value and ensure
the competitiveness of the modern business structure. The first “input”
group refers to suppliers and includes resources, partners, and processes.
The second group (conventionally “outgoing”) defines customers: target
groups of consumers, distribution channels, and customer interaction
technologies. The Business Model Canvas also includes two groups of the
most important financial indicators of a business structure’s activity, namely
cost structure and income streams, which largely determine its
competitiveness.

The development of the views of scientists on the formation of the
traditional (classical) business model of the company was presented in the
works of J. Linder and S. Cantrell [7], G. Chesbrough [8], Roseia M. and
Wertner H. [9]. Despite the fairly large number of works devoted to the
classical business model of the functioning of companies, there is a huge
gap regarding the features of the transformation of business models of
subjects of economic relations in the digital economy, the main features of
digital business models have not been studied much, and the impact of digital
technologies on the size of the market capitalization of business structures
requires further study.

The purpose of the research is to consider the peculiarities of the
transformation of business models of business entities in the digital economy,
to highlight the main features of digital business models, and to investigate
the impact of digital technologies on the size of the market capitalization of
business structures.

Main results of the research. The modern business model should fit
into the concept of the digital economy, which can be presented as a space
of information technologies that interact with each other [10, c. 238].

Let’s consider the features of the transformation of business models of
subjects of economic relations in the digital economy (Figure 1).

Digitization of the economy leads to a significant development of
business based on computer and information technologies and accordingly
to the transformation of its business model. In the conditions of the digital
transformation of the economy, business is gradually moving from the real
material economy to the Internet. In this regard, the costs of conducting

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business are reduced for companies, and the business pays only for access
to the Internet. As a result, computer network platforms have become the
most important resource of modern business that conducts operations on
the Internet. Individual companies create them for themselves, but many
use already existing platforms in the cloud technology system, which allows
them to significantly save the capital necessary to create and operate a
network or communication business.

At the same time, analyzing the direction of changes in the essential
content of business models in the digital economy, some researchers, in
contrast to traditional models, form the concept of a digital or platform
business model, within which the formation of value for the client is carried
out based on the use of information and communication technologies, which
provide the possibility of interaction of economic subjects in real time [16].

A comparative analysis of traditional and digital business models of
business entities is presented in Figure 2.

The company’s digital business models are based on a common base
platform, which makes it possible to reduce the transaction costs of
interaction between participants in market relations due to the sharp
acceleration of communications and the elimination of intermediaries. Bright
examples of digital (platform) business models that have changed traditional
business models are, in our opinion, Uber’s driver call service and Airbnb’s
apartment reservation service. Both the new (platform) and the old
(traditional) business models are aimed at satisfying one need — moving
the client from one point to another with minimal time spent on ordering
and performing the service, payment, receiving feedback (optionally), and
with minimal prices for the service. The traditional business model for
creating value used the link between the customer — the taxi customer,
and the person who directly provides the service — the taxi driver. This link
was a call center that received and processed orders and feedback (mostly
negative). The platform business model eliminated the middle link — the
call center, and replaced it with a new, more efficient tool — a mobile
application, which allowed to reduce time and financial costs, adding value
to all participants of this relationship.

It is necessary to highlight the criteria for comparing platform and

traditional business models. The following can be considered as the main
criteria for selecting platform business models:
1) temporary criterion: direct (without intermediaries-agents) interaction
of participants in market relations in real-time;
2) financial criterion: low transaction costs of platform user interaction;
3) spatial criterion: absence of entry barriers to the system [16, c. 88].
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As for the criterion of the company’s costs for entering the business, it
can be noted that in the traditional business model, the use of a link that
ensures interaction between participants in economic relations is initially
laid down. At the same time, creating a platform requires high development
costs, but the benefits of its use are expected to compensate for the initial
investment. It was noted that the creation of a platform requires both
financial resources and a certain initial level of trust of potential participants
in each other, as well as in the creator of the business platform.

Digital business models make it possible to reorient the company’s
activities to a broader level, compete in global markets, attract new resources
for the production of goods or services, and earn a large profit.

Given the growing role of e-commerce in today’s economy, there is a
need to separate and classify digital business models related to Internet
sales. P. Timmers proposed his version of a similar classification, singling
out the following forms of digital business models [17]: online stores; Internet
integrators; online auctions; internet services; information intermediaries;
collaborative platforms; trust models.

A more detailed taxonomy of business models that have spread in the
digital environment was proposed by M. Rappa, who believes that the
development of the Internet can become a catalyst for the emergence of
new forms of these models. The following are the main categories of
business models on the Internet by M. Rappa [18]:

— brokerage business models: market exchange model, buy-sell model,
purchase request collection model, auction brokerage model, transactional
brokerage model, distributor model, search agent model, virtual market
model;

— advertising business models: the portal model;

— business models of information mediation: the model of advertising
networks, model of audience research, model of stimulating marketing,
model of meta mediation;

— business models of wholesale and retail trade: e-seller model, e-catalog
model;

— business models of direct marketing: use by direct producers of
Internet forms of organization of interaction with buyers;
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— business models of partner relations: the model of banner exchange,
other models of payment for access to information on the Internet;

— community business models: open source model, open content model,
social networks;

— subscription business models: content service model, other models
of providing subscription information.

Let’s consider the impact of digital technologies on the size of the market
capitalization of companies. The ratings of the top 1000 leading companies
in the world for the years 2019-2022 served as the source of information
for the study. The results of the study are presented in Table 1 and show
that the first five places in the top 1000 ranking according to the criterion
of market capitalization during the years 2019-2022 are owned not by
material production companies, but by network business companies that
are engaged only in mediation in the exchange of information, that is, info
mediation. These companies have successfully transformed and flexibly
adapted their business models to the challenges of digitalization.

The analysis of the data in Table 1 shows that during the years 2019—
2022 Apple is the world leader in terms of market capitalization, Microsoft
is in second place and Alphabet and Amazon alternate in different years in
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places 3 and 4. Facebook (Meta Platforms) occupies fifth place with
enviable constancy.

Apple, Microsoft, Alphabet, Amazon, and Meta Platforms (Facebook)
are the flagships of digitization. These companies started the digital
transformation of their business among the first. The given ratings of the
five leading companies in the world and the size of their market capitalization
allow for assuming a close connection between a company’s effective
digital business model and its level of competitiveness. This relationship
confirms the fact that the more effectively a company has digitally
transformed its business and created a flexible platform business model,
the higher its market capitalization is. This is characteristic of companies
engaged in information media.

Conclusions. Digital transformation of the business structure requires
a fundamental restructuring of its classic business model. The digital
transformation of the business model can be considered a form of doing
business, which involves the active implementation of digital technologies
in the process of forming the value chain. The application of digital
(platform) business models is rapidly replacing the competition between
the subjects of economic relations with the competition between business
platforms, leaving only narrow market niches for the traditional business
model. The transformation of business models of subjects of economic
relations to the conditions of digitalization of the economy facilitates and
accelerates their business processes, makes their work more efficient,
and allows to increase market capitalization of business structures.

NEPOTISM - ITS PROS AND CONS
IN FAMILY BUSINESS

Nepotism constitutes the essence of a family business, where it creates both
positive and negative effects on the family and the firm. In this second paper, in a
series of two, we present a matrix of family business nepotism, where we derive
positive and negative implications of nepotism for the family and for the firm. The
matrix is applied on three case studies, using the terminology of the first paper
(Collin & Ahlberg, 2022). We present propositions induced from the analysis and
suggest that nepotism can be managed, for the benefit of the family and the firm.

Introduction

Nepotism, i.e., a tendency to treat individuals preferably due to family
relationships, independently of contribution (Webb, Ketchen, & Ireland,
2010; Collin & Ahlberg, 2012), competence, productivity or performance
is the constitutive element of family business. It is what defines a family
business: “The family business is a business governed and/or managed
with the intention to shape and pursue the vision of the business held by a
dominant coalition controlled by members of the same family or a small
number of families in a manner that is potentially sustainable across
generations of the family or families” (Chua, Chrisman, and Sharma,
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1999:25). The sustainability that Chua and colleagues refer to is nepotism,
i.e., the transfer of ownership and very often the management of the firm
to the coming generation.

Nepotism is, however, rather differently treated by the public opinion,
where nepotism on the ownership side, i.e., heritage of the corporation’s
shares, and therefore the governance of the corporation, is considered to
be a good thing, while to inherit positions within the firm, typically
management positions, is less accepted, even stigmatized. Indeed,
sometimes the word nepotism is reserved only for the allocation of family
members in the organisational structure of the family firm, where this action
has negative connotations (Spranger, Colarelli, Dimotakis, Jacob & Arvey,
2012). Indeed, Mhatre, Riggio & Riggio (2012, p.175) state:”...there is no
such thing as ‘good nepotism’”.

In the present paper, number 2 in a series of 2, we will argue that
nepotism has good and bad sides, and that nepotism can be, should be, or
even is, managed. In our first paper (Collin & Ahlberg, 2022) we contributed
to the study of family business and nepotism by offering a typology of
nepotism that described nepotism on the family side and on the firm side.
One advantage of such a terminology is not only that the phenomenon of
nepotism receives an opportunity to be treated in a systematic way, but
also that the treatment will be without values in disguise, for example,
those just mentioned.

In the present paper we continue our effort to analyse nepotism. This
time, however, we put attention on values. We analyse nepotism from the
point of view if it has positive or negative effects for the family and for the
firm. We include both the firm and the family since a family business
implies a necessary link between family and firm, where excluding one of
them would make it impossible to understand the family business. Our
contribution here is a list of positive and negative effects of nepotism.
Additionally, we analyse three case studies, using the terminology of the
first paper (Collin & Ahlberg, 2022) and the list of effects in this paper,
reaching some empirically induced propositions about nepotism and family
business. Finally, we indicate that nepotism is not a given in family business,
but that it can be managed.
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Our main contribution with the two papers is that there is no reason to
put a stigma on nepotism, but to highlight that it can be used as a concept
that can reveal the nature of the family firm.

The paper starts with a list of factors that are created by nepotism and
that have negative or positive implications for the family and the firm.
Then we present the three cases and analyse them, using the terminology
and the list of effects. In conclusion we propose four strategies to manage
nepotism.

Derivation of the Matrix of Family Business Nepotism

We introduced the paper by showing that nepotism can be regarded as
both a positive factor and a negative factor. Our aim is not to stigmatize
nepotism or to hail it, but instead try to treat it with a non-interest towards
its positive and negative effects, and independently of any value connected
to it. Our aim is to find consequences of nepotism that it can produce in a
family business.

It could be claimed that nepotism is a constitutive trait of the family
firm organizational form if defining it as a firm that is governed by a family
and for a family with the goal of supporting present and future members of
the family (cf. Le Breton-Miller & Miller, 2008), i.¢. if there is the purpose
of considering the family and the firm in a reciprocal relationship. In that
definition nepotism lies at the heart of the family business since simultaneous
care for the family and the firm is one of the constituents. In that sense,
nepotism influences both the family and the firm. We will therefore structure
our exploration of the effects of nepotism into family effects and firm
effects.

Since nepotism has been doomed as mainly having negative implications,
we continue the evaluative tradition by structuring our exploration due to
perceived or found negative and positive implications. It is, however,
important to understand that all evaluations include acceptance of a specific
value, thus, to structure an exploration of nepotism through evaluation is
highly controversial. Accepting the goal of the dominant family owner,
nepotistic actions could in fact be considered as being efficient given a
non-financial goal orientation and inefficient only when they counteract
the goal orientation of the family firm owner. One value we assume is the
right of the owner to decide on the goal of the corporation. But we also
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acknowledge other values, such as meritocracy as a societal value and
firm survival as a value of employees. From literature, experience and
logical derivation, we have created a matrix of family business nepotism,
which will be described below.

In this matrix we assume nepotism to be a tendency to treat individuals
preferably due to family relationships, independently of contribution,
competence, productivity or performance. Even if the most negative
description of family member’s behaviour (Schulze et al., 2001) include
children with pure exploitative actions, i.e., serial nepotism (Collin & Ahlberg,
2022), we also consider a disposition towards reciprocity (Neyer & Lang,
2003). With these dispositions, we can explore the family as having
characteristics resembling to those of a clan with a normative congruence
and with an exchange system where the currency is qualitative and not
quantitative (i.e., clan nepotism, as described in Collin & Ahlberg, 2022).
Even if nepotism implies unequal exchange, we assume some kind of
exchange, including solidarity, a lack of utilitarian drives (Kragh, 2012),
and obligations to reciprocate (Jaskiewicz et al, 2013). For example, a
child given the advantage of being installed as vice CEO without due
competence and former performance in the firm will be indebted to the
family or has earned the position through performance in the family and
not in the firm.

Since family business implies unclear borders between family and firm,
we believe that the reciprocity can cross these borders, e.g., a family
member can earn benefits in the firm, but has to assume costs in the
family, or vice versa. From the point of view of the firm, it creates the
impression of being serial nepotism, i.e., given a position without contribution,
but from the point of view of the family, it could be a position given due to
strong contribution to the family, i.e., clan nepotism.

The family business is characterized by two systems, the firm and the
family. Thus, to evaluate consequences of nepotism, we have to consider
effects on both the firm and the family. Table 1 shows effects of nepotism
that are positive or negative towards the family or towards the family firm.

Positive implications of nepotism for the family

Cohesion: Within the family, nepotism can create cohesion to the extent
that individual family members adhere to family values. By adhering to the

values and by contributing to the family, the individual family member will
increase its probability of being included in the firm. This positive
reinforcement will promote family values and the family. There exists some
selection in the family, i.e., expecting nepotistic selection (Collin & Ahlberg,
2022), implying that not all family members will be given the same advantage.
But contribution will be expected and could influence the nepotistic selection.

Incentives: With nepotism, especially with clan nepotism where
contributions are expected, family members have incentives to contribute
to the family, with norm congruence and other forms of contributions, since
it will increase the probability of inclusion in the firm.

Reproduction of owners: An important goal of a family firm is to keep
the firm in the family (Lane et al, 2006). With nepotism, individuals become
part of the firm, get knowledge about the firm and get attachment to the
firm that makes them prepared to assume ownership in the next generation.
Thus, nepotism could be an active part of succession planning.
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Positive implications of nepotism for the firm

Engaged workers: Family members employed at the firm could be
more engaged and involved (Spranger, Colarelli, Dimotakis, Jacob & Arvey,
2012), being more flexible toward work tasks, working hours, wage level,
and having lower probability to leave the firm.

Predictability: Family members will inherit certain positions, and maybe
it is even known which family member who will inherit which position.
Since family members move faster to executive positions and reach the
top management level faster than non-family employees (Salvato, Minichilli
& Piccarreta, 2012), a strong signal is given in the organization about
management intentions. This creates predictability, thus reducing
uncertainty, in the organisation (Dickson, Nieminen & Biermeier-Hanson,
2012).

Familiness production: Nepotism could create the resource of
familiness, i.e., strong values held by the family that are disseminated in
the organization (Distelberg & Blow, 2011), through nepotistic impregnation.
This can in turn create loyalty and trust towards the family and the firm by
the employees and other stakeholders.

Creation of altruism: Nepotism in terms of taking care of family
members could be expanded to encompass all members of the firm and
thus lead to firm altruism, i.e., to support others in the firm depending on
their needs, or lead to paternalism, to support others in the firm
independently of their needs. Thus, nepotism could lead to a culture of
caring not only for family members, but also for other employees (Karra,
Tracey, & Phillips, 2006). One outcome of this caring culture could be a
culture of trust and solidarity in the organization (Vallejo, 2008), that could
produce feelings of justice, even if the firm is based on nepotism (Spranger,
Colarelli, Dimotakis, Jacob & Arvey, 2012). It is conceivable that both
familiness production and creation of altruism is supported by the process
of employment of non-family members, where attraction, selection and
attrition all support inclusion of employees supporting family values and
culture (van Hooft & Stout, 2012) and excluding those not attracted to
those values (Dickson, Nieminen & Biermeier-Hanson, 2012).

Long-term investments: Since nepotism implies that family members,
present and future, will be given advantages, there has to be a firm to
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exploit, thus nepotism promotes long-term investments, including a long-
term perspective and the aim of transferring the firm to one’s children
(Lane, et al 2006). Or, with modern jargon, it creates a sustainable business,
at least on the economic side.

Recruitment savings: Recruiting family members to positions in the
firm reduces costs spent on surveying the market for applicants and on
evaluating and selecting them (Spranger, Colarelli, Dimotakis, Jacob &
Arvey, 2012). In this respect, nepotism has traits of the internal labour
market (Doeringer & Piore, 1971).

Control of employees: There is higher probability that the employed
family member will be influenced by the family culture compared to other
employees. The family member will therefore also participate in the
reproduction of this culture (Dickson, Nieminen & Biermeier-Hanson,
2012). Thus, nepotism contributes to reproducing the family business culture.

Clan responsibility: All family members belong to the clan organization
of the family, which could imply collective responsibility and solidarity.
Consequences of one family member’s actions will be assumed by the
family. This implies that non-family employees are independent of the actual
family member’s capacity to compensate for misconduct since the
responsibility is on the family as a whole.

Governance certainty: Nepotism creates reproduction of potential
family owners, thus securing continued family influence over the firm
(Vinton, 1998; Webb et al., 2010) and the continuation of the norms of the
family.

Family competence: The employed family member carries a
combination of functional and family competence. While nepotism could
imply that family members not competent for a position will be put at that
position, nepotism implies that this individual can have intimate knowledge
of the family, its values, norms and intentions with the firm, and could have
access to the networks of the family (Mhatre, Riggio & Riggio, 2012).
Thus, at the price of less functional competence, the family member
employed could carry significant family competence.

Tacit knowledge management: Tacit knowledge, that can constitute
a competitive advantage, will be more easily transferred within the firm,
exploited and protected when nepotism characterise the firm (Jaskiewicz
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et al 2013). If clan nepotism dominates, there will be a high level of trust
and committed interaction characterised by rich communication, which all
facilitate usage of tacit knowledge.

Negative implications of nepotism for the family

De-moralizing: 1f the family is not a clan with an exchange system,
where members have to contribute to the family or to the firm, which has
been our assumption above, then there is serial nepotism, i.e., all family
members are treated the same way independently of contribution (Collin
& Ahlberg, 2022). Serial nepotism can become demoralizing for those
family individuals that are prepared to perform, i.e., characterised by clan
nepotism.

De-competence: Family members that experience a high probability
to get employment in the firm will invest less in education because 1. They
do not need the human capital investment the education represents, and 2.
They do not need the signal of ability that an education creates (Gevrek &
Gevrek, 2010). Interestingly enough, in the Gevrek & Gevrek (2010) data
they found this factor to be strong in the case of men, and weak or absent
in case of women, only related to the female having a non-professional
family firm father. One could also add a third factor: 3. Since they know
what position they will get in the future, they do not need to diversify their
educational investment, which will make them much more focused in their
studies, lacking the diversified set of abilities through education that a non-
family student have to attain. Additionally, they will have lower level of
environment exploration, thus being reduced in diverse views (van Hooft
& Stout, 2012). Bloom & van Reenen (2007) found lower financial
performance in firms using primogeniture, i.e., preference of managerial
positions to the oldest son, which could be due to a lack of interest in
competence investments by the oldest sons.

Imprisonment: Individuals of the family could experience that they
should enter, or that they are forced to enter the family firm. While they
experience the opportunity of the family firm, they also experience a
limitation of their life choices (Muchinsky, 2012). As employees they
experience higher exposure to control, both from family members and
from employees. All in all, a sense of imprisonment can be experienced,
that can reduce commitment and engagement.
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Negative implications of nepotism for the firm

Disincentives: Non-family members have no incentives for
performance directed toward promotion to positions that is clearly signalled
as being reserved for family members (Bertrand & Schoar, 2006; Spranger,
Colarelli, Dimotakis, Jacob & Arvey, 2012; cf. Lubatkin, Schulze, Ling, &
Dino, 2005).

Demoralizing: In meritocracy organizations, advantages that are not
related to performance could be considered to be unfair and a mark of
injustice, which demoralizes the non-family members of the organization
(Barnett & Kellermanns, 2006; van Hooft & Stout, 2012; Schulze et al.,
2001; Spranger, Colarelli, Dimotakis, Jacob & Arvey, 2012).

Positional unproductivity: Family members recruited due to nepotism
do not perform in their position as good as an individual recruited due to
former performance. This will lead to lower productivity by them (Lubatkin
et al., 2005) and create stress among non-family employees (van Hooft &
Stout, 2012).

Clan responsibility: Nepotism implies clan responsibility among the
family members. When there could be a conflict between family and firm,
a family employee can be expected to first and foremost promote the
family interest, which could be at the expense of the needs of the firm.

Strategy limitations: Strategy is assumed to be a function of internal
resources, external opportunities and threats, moderated by managerial
opportunism directed towards growth. In the case of family firms, the
strategy could additionally be a function of the family needs, expressed
through nepotistic supply. Growth incentives could be due to a pressure
from the nepotistic supply interest and not guided by exploitation of resources
of the firm or environment. Additionally, strategic opportunism, i.e., the
willingness and the capacity to develop new businesses and to exploit
opportunities in the environment and in the organisation (Collin & Smith,
2007) could be limited due to resource limitations that constitute the family,
be it cognitive or network limitations. In this way, nepotism have similar
effects as have been found through the similar attraction paradigm studies
(Dickson, Nieminen & Biermeier-Hanson, 2012).

Summarizing the implications of nepotism, we find an equal number of
three items on the family side, but nine items that can be regarded as
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positive and four regarded as negative for the firm. While the strength of
the implications will deem if they are positive overall for the firm and the
family, the pure number as such indicates that nepotism overall has positive
contributions. Else, how could family firms exist in a competitive
environment?

When inspecting the implications of nepotism, it appears that most
positive implications have a character of certainty and care. In the family
as well as in the firm and with stakeholders, family impregnation can imply
certainty and care taking. At the same time, the negative implications have
a character of less demanding work climate and less family member
engagement. At first sight this could create an image of a corporation and
a family with low level of engagement and intensity. On the other hand,
those that could assume the highest risk, those that could be most innovative
are both those with high level of risk attitude, which probably are not fostered
in a family firm, but also those that felt that their life and their investments
are not at stake when producing a risk. Thus, it is not possible to draw any
directional hypothesis whether the implications of nepotism will create an
innovative or a conservative organisation. By itself it appears not to be
possible to draw a conclusion that nepotism creates a competitive advantage
or disadvantage for the firm. Jaskiewicz et al (2013) claims that there are
different forms of nepotism. We could suggest another direction for finding
reasons why family firms exist, and that is that nepotism could differ, but if
their differences will create competetive advantage or not, depends on the
situation. It could be the case that certain forms and directions of nepotism
are well fitted to certain situations, while in other situations another kind of
nepotism is more adequate, or even, not adequate at all. This indicates that
nepotism could be managed in order to fit with the needs of the family and
the firm.

Empirical exposition of nepotism in three cases of family
business

The terminology of nepotism, as presented in Collin & Ahlberg (2022)
and the derived implications of nepotism in this paper will here be used in
order to analyse data from three case studies. We term the three
corporations Red, Blue and Yellow. The data was collected through
interviews, public information from annual reports and from newspapers.
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In Red, we interviewed 5 person — four family members and one employee
during 7,25 hours in total. In Blue we interviewed 7 persons — five from
the family and two employees during 8,25 hours in total. In Yellow we
interviewed 9 persons — five from the family and four employees during
14,5 hours in total. We used annual reports that gave us data for ten years,
from 2003 to 2012. The interviews were conducted during summer and
autumn 2013. During the interviews both researchers participated.
Transcriptions of the interviews were made, and a summary of the
interviews were sent to the interviewees in order to get their approval of
the summary.

We listed the variables from the terminology of nepotism and from the
nepotism implications and coded them in accordance with our definitions
of the concepts and based on our experience and impressions from the
cases. We gave a number between 0 to 1 for each variable, indicating 0 as
absent category, to 1 indicating highly strong presence. Since this is
subjective coding, we compared our coding and through discussion and
returning to the interview data, we arrived at consensus on the single value
on each variable. Thus, it is subjective, but the consensus debate creates a
control on subjectivity and thus on interrater reliability.

Analysis

In this section we describe the outcome of our coding of the three
cases and present the analysis of the correlations that can be found between
our terminology of nepotism and implications of nepotism.

Below is table 2 showing the numbers of our coding, in sections describing
the family concepts and the firm concepts showing the extension of nepotism
in the family and the firm, where the mean is an expression of the extent
of nepotism.

Red is a corporation producing consumer products that are sold to
retailers. Its sales are about kSkr 43.000, i.e., about k€ 4.300 (€1H”SKr
10.1) and it has about 35 employees. It started 80 years ago, and today it
is owned by two of the founding family’s five children, a brother and a
sister. The board consists of the top management team, being the brother,
the sister and the brother’s three children. The top management team
does also include an employee that does not belong to the family. The
generational nepotism is 1 since all available generations are engaged in

the firm, but the kin nepotism is only about 0.4 since only 2 out of five
siblings in the oldest generation are engaged. However, it is only one of the
five siblings that contribute with their family in the firm. Thus, a total supply
on generation, but very restricted on kin, giving a nepotistic supply of 0.7.
The firm is, however, highly impregnated by the family, both on the
hierarchical dimension and the functional dimension, giving the nepotistic
impregnation value of 0.9. The utilisation of the pros of nepotism were
found to be very high and the cons of nepotism were mainly avoided,
giving the sum of 1.75. Our understanding of this outcome is that the low
level of kin nepotism reduces conflict in the family presence in the firm,
with a very homogenous vision of the strategy and the goals of the
corporation. This strong strategy, combined with strong presence of the
family in the firm, gave high legitimacy to the family presence, i.e., to the
strong nepotistic impregnation in the firm.
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Blue is a corporation producing products within the transport industry.
Its sales are about kSKr 120.000, i.e., about k€11900 and it has about 60
employees. It is about 40 years old. The founder and his wife are present
at the board, but the management of the firm is performed by their daughter
and son, with the daughter’s husband as CEO, all of them members of the
board. A child of the son is slightly engaged in the firm, but due to succession
events ten years ago, there is strong hesitation of further succession. The
generational nepotism is smaller than of the other two firms, but the kin
nepotism, involving all but one sibling, gives a value of 1.0. Thus, the
nepotistic supply is close to 1, only reduced due to the doubt of succession.
The family being not so numerous makes the nepotistic impregnation less
compared to Red. One position at the top management level is occupied
by non-family members, thus giving a nepotistic hierarchical diffusion of
0.7. Functionally the family is more diffused, giving a slightly higher number.
When inspecting the pros and cons of nepotism, all pros of nepotism are
not utilized and due to the former succession events, some of the cons are
slightly stronger than in the other firms. In sum, Blue receives still a total
of positive implications of the nepotism, but lowest of the three firms. Our
interpretation is that the former succession events created a hesitation in
implementing nepotism.

Yellow is a corporation supplying products and services, mainly to
households, but also to organizations. The sales is about kSKr 388.000,
i.e., about k€38.400. The founder and wife are present at the board and
their three sons are members of the board and have top management
positions in the firm. The board consists of two more directors that are not
of the family. Some children of the brothers, those that are of age, are
engaged in the firm. Thus, the generational nepotismis 1.0 since all available
generations participate. The kin nepotism is also 1.0, since all blood lines
participate. Thus, Yellow has a very strong nepotistic supply. The diffusion
in the firm is less, partly because of the size of the firm, but is still high.
The effects of nepotism have been considered to be in between the other
firms. They do not exploit all pros of nepotism, partly because predictability
was interpreted as being low since a succession was not discernible. There
is also an unbalanced influence on the firm by the three brothers, where
one brother, the CEO, is acting strongly and entrepreneurial, while one
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brother is unobtrusive, with a low profile in the corporation, probably
showing a need of independence.

The analysis indicates that the utilization of nepotism was most intense
in the red corporation with lower kin nepotism. Low levels of kin nepotism
can assumably reduce the level of conflicts and give a fruitful soil for a
strong vision and strategy. In Red, one of the siblings was engaged during
some years, but decided to leave the firm. Our interpretation is that it was
due to the leaving brother not sharing the vision of the other siblings in the
firm. Thus, the strong nepotistic effects were due to the allocative
mechanism, what could be termed nepotistic selection, where family
members leave or stay depending on their benefits of the nepotism and if
they share the vision of the dominant family members.

In the case of Blue, the exploitation of nepotism was lower, probably
due to the former bad management of succession, where the children had
to assume power, that they initially did not want. In this case, the sense of
nepotism was lower, and its implications were less utilization of nepotism.

In the third case, the Yellow firm, the nepotistic implications are less,
partly because of succession reasons, but also because the presence of
the three brothers, that all are present, but in different ways. Where Red
avoids tensions between many siblings, and gets a strong convincing vision
and strategy, Yellow gets more of uncertainty and a vision that is not clear,
and sometimes not even predictable. One conclusion is that exploitation of
nepotism demands not only nepotistic impregnation but also a good
management of nepotistic supply, where too diverse, i.e., high kin nepotism,
run the risk of creating conflicts which reduce the benefits of nepotism.

Nepotism has been given negative values, as we indicated in the
beginning. These values were not to be found in any of the three
corporations. We believe that nepotistic impregnation is so strong in all
three cases that nepotism is considered to be natural, i.e., legitimate. This
could, however, be due to a selection bias, where people that would feel
demotivated by nepotism do not accept employment in a family firm or
leave the firm when they experience that their own development is hindered
by nepotism. Thus, the pool of potential employees could be smaller for
family firms, and the drop out of employees in career positions could be
higher, thereby reducing the firm’s opportunity to get the right person on
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the right job. The conclusion is that the strength of nepotism considered
being natural could be won with the price of restricted supply of labour.

Summary and conclusion

We have suggested that nepotism is the essence of family firms, and
that it has its pros and cons. Listing pros and cons we could not theoretically
show that nepotism is efficient, even if the goals are purely financial or
socio-emotional wealth oriented. However, if the number of pros and cons
tells any story, it is that there are at least no strong indications for the
popular opinion of nepotism, that of it being negative, at least at this level
of nepotism conception and theory development. Finally, by analysing three
empirical cases, we found that utilization of nepotism was stronger if the
family manages their nepotistic supply, especially concerning kin nepotism.
We also found indications that less nepotism implies less nepotistic utility
gained by the family and the family firm.

One implication of our results is that we could suggest that a family and
a family firm can gain from a conscious governance strategy (Collin, 2007)
including nepotistic selection and management of nepotism. Managing
nepotism implies to emphasise it when there are possible advantages of it,
and to avoid it when there are possible disadvantages of it, if possible, or to
reduce it or to hide it, dependent on situation and wanted effects. For
example, stressing the importance of keeping the organization to family
values, nepotistic impregnation is a mean of infusing the organization with
these values, which could establish a strong vision in the organization and
create an organizational culture directing action and reducing deviations.

The management of nepotism has to consider the good and bad effects
of nepotism in the family and the firm. In figure 1 we indicate what kind of
management that could be preferred, due to the expected impact of
nepotism.

Emphasize nepotism: If nepotism is good for both the family and the
firm, it could be emphasized. This implies to stress both nepotistic supply
and nepotistic impregnation. The situations driving this condition could be
a highly dynamic firm environment where the firm needs certainty, which
the nepotistic acts could create. This could be made through promoting
family members stressing their family origin and them carrying the values

and experience of the family. Specific positions at the firm could be reserved
for family members, and clearly expressed as family positions.

Hide nepotism: When nepotism is good for the family, but bad for the
firm, it could be hidden. This implies that the nepotistic impregnation is
suppressed. This could be done through legitimizing family recruitment
through a) emphasising that the individuals have harder work to perform
than non-family members since the family member has to be as competent
as everyone else (cf. Ciulla, 2005) but in addition has to carry the tradition
and to subordinate her/himself to the family and the destiny of the firm; b.)
dog treatment, that a family member have to endure some employment
time in positions on lower levels than motivated by their competence, or in
positions that are considered to be strenuous (Muchinsky, 2012) and ¢)
educating family members, preferably at prestigious schools, implying
competence and ability.

Reduce nepotism: When nepotism is bad for the family, for example
when it could create disincentives for effort, but is good for the corporation,
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it could be reduced. This implies to reduce nepotistic supply and therefor
to make highly strategic nepotistic impregnation. This could be done through
promoting a family member that contradicts the nepotistic selection, for
example, to promote a person married to a family member to a position
previously held by a family member.

Avoid nepotism: When nepotism is bad for both the firm and the
family, it could be avoided. This implies to reduce both nepotistic supply
and nepotistic impregnation. This is however an event that is hard to imagine
in a family firm since it would be to ‘de-list’ the firm as a family firm, thus
losing the image and reputation of the firm as a family firm.

Concluding, we have indicated that nepotism is at the heart of a family
business, and that it has such an impact on both the family and the business,
that it is worth more attention, both in practice, as an intentional strategy
and implemented through management of nepotism, and in research, as a
concept worthy of being released from its negative and restrictive normative
burdens. While the Parable of the Prodigal Son in the Gospel of Luke
(15:11-32) is told by Christ in order to teach people about the virtue of
forgiving, the researcher should avoid normative judgments. The
researcher’s duty is to try to explain the father’s action and to find pros
and cons of such an action.

The paper analyzes a decision-making methodology including setting goals
and assessment criteria for investment options in an enterprise logistic system
assets.

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Ivakhnenko Antonina. Language means of creating the
character’s image and the problems of its reproduction in
translation.

The object of the research is the image of the character of a detective story in
the original and its translation, the subject is the ways of preserving the
components of his/her language and speech image in the conditions of another
language and culture, and the aim, accordingly, is to distinguish the methods of
translation and translation transformations used while reproducing this image.
The material is made up by The Apprentice, a detective novel by T. Gerritsen,
and its translation Assistant by 1. Serebriakova. It is noted that the detective has
already gone beyond the classical model and organically absorbed numerous
components of other genres. A characteristic feature of detective stories, in general,
is the brightness of the characters’ images, which are not only detailed by the
author of the work, but also psychologized. The concept of “the character’s
image” is analyzed, paying attention to the common and distinctive features of
the character’s linguistic and speech image. Using the example of Jane Rizzoli, the
central character of the Rizzoli&Isles series, the following groups of means of
creating the character’s speech image are distinguished: linguistic and stylistic
(terms, technical language, slang, swearing, set phrases), syntactic (the ratio of
simple and complex sentences). Among the means of creating a character’s
linguistic image, the following ones are distinguished: linguistic and stylistic
(epithets, similes), syntactic (the ratio of simple and complex sentences). A number
oftransformations used by the translator in reproducing the image of the character
are highlighted, namely: semantic development, various grammatical and syntactic
transformations, a number of complex transformations. A conclusion was made
regarding the discrepancies between the image of the character in the original and
the translation: in the original we see a young, ardent, passionate, decisive but
flexible person. In the Ukrainian version, the character is a woman of unknown
age, rude, insecure, ready to give up, morally weak; she is more restrained than in
the original, speaks more grammatically correctly, but allows herself swearing.

Chursina Lyudmila. Individual and collective language creation
(on the basis of French “fantasy” dictionaries).

This article is devoted to the study of the processes of creating innovative
vocabulary in the field of neology of the modern French language becoming a
source of language creation of ordinary citizens, and students, as well as literary
creativity of individual representatives from among Internet users. Innovative
processes of creating new words are a characteristic feature of the Internet
discourse and are primarily due to the widespread introduction and spread of
computer-mediated communication in the virtual space. In relation to other
neologisms, thein vestigated innovative vocabulary is represented by a weighty
layer of portmanteau words formed by telescoping, especially those lexemes that
are part of fantasy collections and even fantasy dictionaries. This type of word
formation is an inexhaustible source of manifestation of individual and collective
language creation, as well as a fascinating element of the play onwords both by
the compilers of fantasy dictionaries and their potential readers.

The studied layer of innovative vocabulary is characterized by the presence
of agrammaticity, that is, there is a creation of words with certain deviations from
the established norms of word formation. The article deals with the word-formation
types of fantasy portmanteauwords the features of their semantics in reproducing
arange of emotional reactions: from humor, ridicule, comedy to parody.

Emphasis is placed on the fact that the collections of fantasy dictionaries
contain creative neoplasms with their obligatory interpretation, since it is through
the prism of originality and exclusivity of interpretation that their wit, novelty and
innovative nature are revealed. It is thei nterpretation that allows us to understand
the essence of the creative neo-lexeme and understand the author’s intention.
Fantasy dictionaries copy sensible lexicographic sources, imitating their structure
and way of presenting lexicographic material. These collections of neoplasms are
designed to entertain the readership.
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New formations by means of telescoping are not always transparent at the
semantic level, therefore nterpretations become an obligatory component of such
dictionaries. They relate mainly to occasional vocabulary, that is, individual-
author’s new formations. Creative personalities make up collections of pretentious
and witty words and phrases, portmanteauwords and so-called book words with
a parodic tinge, formed by adding book affixes to the base. Teachers use the
element of creativity of this lexical layer in the educational process. Word creation
becomes a creative element of teaching native and foreign languages.

The expression of gratitude in the English
discourse (on the material of public speeches of B.Gates,
M.Zuckerberg and O.Winfrey at Harvard university).

Gratitude is interpreted in linguistic literature as a kind of appreciation to
somebody for doing good, or good in the general sense of this word.

Gratitude is considered as a speech genre, as a special element of the discourse.
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Gratitude can be direct or indirect, verbal or not verbal, ritual (or emotional),
motivated or not motivated.

In psychology gratitude is interpreted as a very positive feeling, which is
contributed greatly to making good contacts with the word around.

The expression of gratitude can be both formal and informal. The choice of the
form and vocabulary is the priority of the speaker.

The choice of the form and vocabulary is influenced by the following factors:

statuses of the speakers, the context, the type of relationship between the
speakers, mood or the emotional state of the speaker.

This choice is very individual and here much depends upon the cultural and
educational level of the speaker.

One of the most important components of the speech act of gratitude is
exclusively the name of the person, who is thanked, or the name of the institution,
to which the gratitude is expressed.

Besides common forms, that are used for expressing gratitude, there are
individual gratitude expressions, and the speaker creates them by himself.

The speech act of gratitude is personified, verbal (not verbal), and has
emotionally positive meaning.

Hasenklewer’s drama “Der Sohn”.

The article is devoted to the consideration of the depiction of the conflict of
generations in Walter Hasenklewer’s drama “Der Sohn”. The drama was written
in 1914, when the topic of confrontation between generations was especially hot.
Young people saw their parents’ generation as the embodiment of an outdated
value system. Young people’s dissatisfaction demanded a way out, they were
looking for a new world that should have nothing in common with the world of
their fathers, protest was often expressed by the most extreme measures. To
depict such a situation, the most suitable literary style was expressionism, which
emerged as a painful reaction to the ugliness of civilization in the early twentieth
century. The confrontation of generations in the drama is represented by the pair
Father - Son. The core of the work is the figure of the Son, his inner state, the
process of maturation and transformation that led to the tragic end. Behind the
family drama a social conflict clearly emerges.

Yakunina Alyona. History of the Formation and Development of
KhUH “PUA” Students’ Theater “Na Lermontovskii, 27”

The article deals with the history of establishing and developing “PUA”
students’ amateur theater “Na Lermontovskii, 27, one of the first in eastern
Ukraine at the time of independence.

The theater genesis in the context of the development and traditions of
theatrical art in Slobozhanshchina, mainly in Kharkiv region, has been considered.
Theatrical art in Ukraine is widely-known to date back to the XVIII century, when
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the first theater circles, trying on their own to stage real plays, school and amateur
troupes appeared. Since then Kharkiv theatrical art in its vast variety has been
living and developing, inscribing lots of bright pages in the history of the world
theater.

Students’ amateur theatre “Na Lermontovskii, 27" has become a peculiar pearl
of modern youth theatrical movement of Slobodska Ukraine. Its history counts
more than two decades, marked by numerous achievements, victories and creative
breakthroughs. The theatre’s origin, creative identity and touring biography are
highlighted in the research.

Particular attention to the theatre’s influence on students’ personalities as
well as their formation and education had been paid.

Zatserkliana Daria. Methods of introducing English idioms into
daily speaking practices.

The article deals with the problem of teaching English idiomatic expressions.
The object of the study is the active introduction of idioms, or idiomatic expressions,
into daily oral practice of the English language. The subject of the study is the
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methods, tools and specific tasks, which help English learners to activate the
usage of idioms in everyday communication.

A lot of attention in this work is paid to the problem of the passiveness of the
acquired material in the students’ vocabulary. The existing methods of teaching
idioms, their advantages and disadvantages, have been analyzed, based on the
experience and achievements of modern authors, researchers, and methodologists.
A list of factors, which do not let the students use the acquired idioms in
communication, differentiate and develop their speech, has been formed.
Particularly, complex structure and allegoric, not literate meaning of all English
idioms make their perception and mastering more complicated and forms a certain
language barrier. Because of that, special attention is paid to the necessity of
constant oral practice of the acquired material and using methods and specific
exercises, which aim to activate the usage of idiomatic expressions in daily
communication is suggested. The perspectives of further development of the
highlighted topic are seen in searching and introducing into the learning process
new efficient forms of working with idiomatic expressions, both among children
of different ages and adult students, and suggesting specific measures for solving
this problem.

Fedorenko Oleksandra. Psychological peculiarities of modern
behavior of an individual in the internet space.

The article examines the peculiarities of presentation and behavior of a person
in the Internet space (social networks and messengers) in view of changes in
modern social thinking.

The author analyzes the results of studies related to various problems of
«cyberbullying» and «cyberhating.
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The conceptual apparatus related to the situation of toxicity of the Internet
space is described: «hater», «cyberhating», «cyberbullying», «shamingy,
«trollingy». The author reveals a number of reasons that influence the formation of
haters’ behavior, in particular, the «online disinhibition effect» as a weakening of
psychological barriers, moral norms and rules of human behavior in the Internet
space.

The author presents a typology of haters based on a description of the
characteristic features of a person’s behavior in the Internet space. The author
also considers the characteristics of the most aggressive subspecies of hater —
«cyber troll».

The results of a questionnaire on deepening the understanding of the problem
of «hatingy, the psychological traits of «haters» and the purpose of their activities
(self-assertion, humiliation of others, low self-esteem, attention, etc.)

The author provides practical (legal and communication) recommendations
for confronting haters: demonstrating personal confidence, using forms of
protection approved by the Internet community (complaint, ban, spamming,
blacklisting, deleting), ignoring negative comments, and attempting to build a
constructive dialogue.
