The article represents the analysis of the processes of the transformation of
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methodological approaches and principles of studying the history of Ukraine
under modern conditions.

The author offers a group of researchers of the history of Ukrainian territories,
grounds such a choice, analyzes their most important works and their lecture
courses, that are translated into Ukrainian and are available to a wide circle of
readers and social nets users.

Among the leading participants of this group, from the point of view of the
author of this article, are the famous American Historian, public figure, professor
Timothy Snider, Ukrainian researchers, doctors of sciences, professors Yaroslav
Grishak and Anatoly Rusnachenko.

The academic course “The Modern History of Ukraine” by professor T.Snider
is analyzed, this course was lectured by him for the students of Yale university in
2022, the monograph “Bloody Land: Europe between Gitler and Stalin”, “ The
way to non-freedom: Russia, Europe, America”, “ Reflections about the 20 th c.
(with the co -author T.Jadt) “ About tyranny: the twenty lessons of the 20 th. ¢.”,
“The Black Land . Holocaust as the History and Prevention’ are analyzed.

In the article new approaches, research practices, used by the doctor of History
sciences A. Rusnachenko in his five volume monograh “ The Sketches of Modern
History of Ukraine” are considered.

The article addresses the issue of implementing professional practices of
graduates of higher education institutions at the level of their objectification in
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the interaction of the university with graduates, their ability to meet the needs of
society and individuals. The issue of the significance of the influence of university
education on the level of training of a competent specialist, his proactive
professional and socially significant activity, career and professional orientation
in conditions of dynamic changes, readiness to adapt to the realities and
requirements of the labor market, to build effective employment strategies is
articulated.

The research investigations of the Kharkiv Humanitarian University «People’s
Ukrainian Academy» are presented, which are aimed at determining the conditions
and mechanisms of interaction of the university with graduates, identifying
effective strategies in this direction and testify to the systemic nature of studying
the connection between the training of specialists at the university, professional
socialization and the success of the professional activity of graduates, which was
revealed in a number of studies conducted by university laboratories of higher
education problems and career planning.

The article, based on essays by graduates of People’s Ukrainian Academy,
analyzes the factors of their successful professional self-realization. Among the
important ones are identified the educational environment, interdisciplinary basic
training, experience in organizational work, gaining practical professional
experience during training, orientation to the maximum use of one’s own resources,
and the success of the «starty».

One of the key innovations of this century is the use of artificial intelligence,
which is becoming increasingly important in education. The ability to learn and
improve in the performance of certain tasks without explicit programming is a
feature that is of great importance to the humanities and the level of information
training of humanities educators. The presence of modern features in the
development of artificial intelligence in Ukraine is determined. The problems of
introducing information technologies in education are indicated.

The publication addresses topical issues of machine learning in education in
relation to humanitarian training. The features and influence of an interdisciplinary
approach to the application of machine learning are considered.
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The possibilities of applying machine learning in the humanities in various
areas are presented, including automatic translation, syntactic and semantic
analysis, digital humanities, historical data analysis, visualization of historical
events, and analysis of trends in social media. It is noted that machine learning
has significant potential to improve educational processes in the humanities, but
the introduction of this technology requires a thorough analysis of opportunities,
risks and the development of approaches to minimize them.

Chybisova Nataliia. Student self-governance during the war.

The article discusses the role of students and their organizations which can
play an important part in the life of the country, city, and educational institutions
during the war. Currently, in the context of the war, student organizations from
many Ukrainian universities are actively assisting the military (young people are
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weaving nets for the front, participating in volunteer work, donating blood, visiting
hospitals where wounded soldiers are being treated, helping internally displaced
persons, etc.).

The author emphasizes that war, on one hand, stimulates the formation of an
active life position and civic consciousness among the student youth, while on
the other hand, it negatively affects their civic stance, inducing fear, helplessness,
and physical fatigue, which can lead to feelings of powerlessness and inactivity.
Additionally, wartime conditions hinder self-development and self-realization,
limit the mobility of young people, and create uncertainty about the future.

To prevent this, the author recommends that students focus primarily on
educational and volunteer activities. In the face of the challenges facing Ukrainian
society, it is essential for educators, families, friends, and student organizations
to help direct youth activities in a productive and beneficial direction, actively
involving them in various social programs. Participation in student organizations
will promote the development of moral values, the formation of organizational and
management skills, and the establishment of a general culture among young people.
These qualities and skills are valuable today and will undoubtedly become crucial
in the future.

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A CRITIQUE OF THE IDEOLOGY OF SUSTAINABILITY
AMONG ACADEMICS AND UNIVERSITIES

Sustainability has turned into an ideology, promoted by commercial and political
organizations, but now also by academics and their universities. Here I discuss
sustainability as a conservative ideology, that through activist actions by
academics and universities refute the academic ground of academic freedom.
Through anecdotal examples from my own academic subject, business
administration, I notice that it has ideological elements and that it has elements
that are in accordance to sustainability. I end by a call for academics to not be
political agents, so called activists, but to perform their academic duty, to critically
study reality and to give scientific knowledge to society, in order to make society
better able to perform sustainable actions.

The political activism at the university

«Every academic, researcher or teacher, has to declare his or hers
position in the class struggley.

That was a statement made by a professor in sociology during the
70’ies in Sweden. For him, the universities were part of the class struggle,
and was therefore an actor that could support or hinder the development
towards the happy communist society. I reacted negatively to that
statement. Even if I was then the chair of the local youth democratic
socialist party, and I had been convinced by Myrdal (1969) that economics
contained hidden values, I thought that in academia I want scientific
knowledge that is not political in its content, but could have political effects,
but without me as an academic promoting the effects through political
action. Politics and scientific knowledge should be as separate as possible,
even if it is true that academia is drawn into the class struggle and there
become a part of the class struggle, and even if it is true that researchers
use values when selecting research subject. But that political process is
partly because academia is weak and not totally occupied by the scientist
ethos, to find the scientific knowledge, whatever it is, whatever the
consequences are, whatever societal interest that is promoted or hindered
by the knowledge.

The communists at the universities in the 60’ies and 70’ies never
succeeded in transforming the universities to become active actors in the
class struggle. Their push toward university activism faded away. By then
I performed my research career by investigating the power structures of
the capitalist organization, the corporation, under the concept of ‘corporate
governance’. While the selection of the subject was guided by my socialist
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interest in social power structures and processes, I have mostly used, not
as expected, the theory of Marxism, but mainly the bourgeoisie theories of
agency theory and institutional theory.

At the end of my career, from about 2015 and onwards, the political
activist professor has, however, returned. But now the class struggle has
been replaced by sustainability. The radical, progressive modernist
movement towards the utopia of eternal peace in society through
communism is now replaced by a conservative movement towards the
utopia of eternal peace with the nature through sustainability.

An international political organization, UN, that started as a peace
organization, have created a political program for sustainability, termed
Agenda 2030. It contains, among other things, PRME, which is an initiative
directed towards business schools and universities. It offers the opportunity
for those institutions that have programs in business studies to integrate
Agenda 2030 in its education. There exists universities and business schools
today that have accepted PRME and integrated the UN agenda in their
programmes and teaching. In this way these institutions, supposedly
academic, do take a political stand and are promoting a specific ideology,
sustainability, and how it is interpreted by the political organization UN.
That is to say that universities are active in promoting and reproducing the
ideology of sustainability according to UN.

Indeed, it is a paradox to experience the conservative political action of
sustainability performed by university professors, when realizing that it
implies the implementation of the last of the eleven theses from Karl Marx
text «Theses On Feuerbach» from 1845:

«Philosophers have hitherto only interpreted the world in various
ways, the point is to change it».

In this paper I will present a critique of sustainability and of university
activism promoting the ideology and the political action of sustainability. I
will show that my subject, business administration, is by no means free
from ideology promotion but that it also contains ideas of sustainability.
The paper ends with a call for letting the professors and universities produce
knowledge and letting society using this knowledge in order to produce
political action. By that call that I oppose the eleven thesis by Marx and I
refuse to follow the imperative of the sociology professor, to being forced
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to state my political position, though I will do it voluntary, in order to be
able to perform my argumentation.

A definition and a critique of sustainability

Sustainability is a term that connote a very nebulous concept[16] and
is, at best, «a pluralistic paradigm» [19], despite the fact that research,
with its natural demand of clear and precise definitions of concepts, has
developed exponentially in published research since about 2010 [23]. In
fact, Bonevac (2010) claim that it is easy to show that many definitions of
sustainability are even absurd. But the nebulous concept could also be its
strength, especially when it concerns sustainability. [f we had a very concise,
well-defined concept, it would very clearly include certain phenomena’s
and exclude others. Since our overall knowledge of, for example
consequences on nature and humans, are very small relative to the actual
consequences, we have a large uncertainty in understanding consequences.
If we, by a nebulous concept, study issues that by a very precise definition
would exclude some consequences of the issue, we would not find
consequences that a more loosely defined concept would be able to find.
So, the uncertainty in our knowledge makes it almost adequate to have a
nebulous definition of sustainability, since nebulous is what our knowledge
is. On the third hand, a nebulous concept opens for endless fights about
definitions, which will consume a lot of researcher’s energy, which hardly
will fulfil any criteria of sustainability. And, not the least, with bad nebulous
definitions we run probably higher risk of having concepts that contains
hidden values.

Sustainability is not only a concept but has evolved into a kind of an
ideology. By ideology I mean concepts and theories that declare what is,
but that also contains normative statements of what should be and supports
specific groups of society, typically through legitimizing them and their
actions. Sustainability as an ideology contains the norm that every generation
has to act in a manner that do not limit the choices of the next generation.

This norm is found in the classical definition of sustainability made by
the Brundtland commission: «Sustainable development is development
that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability
of future generations to meet their own needs» [4, p. 24].
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It says that today should not compromise the future ability. This sounds
like Robert Crawley, 7" Earl of Grantham, in the famous TV-series,
Downton Abbey, when he says to his daughter: «My fortune is the work
of others who laboured to build a great dynasty. Do I have the right
to destroy their work or impoverish that dynasty? I am a custodian,
my dear, not an owner. I must strive to be worthy of the task I've been
set». Notice that it is the Earl, a conservative person in outlook and action,
that declares the sustainability of the dynasty.

Sustainability has been developed into a whole system of thoughts, where
sustainability has been divided into economic, social and environmental
dimensions [23]. This conception, and variants of it, has today characteristics
of being an established system of thoughts, declaring what is and what
should be, and by doing so, is able to guide both human understanding and
human action. Thus, it has turned into an ideology. Indeed, it has been
claimed to be a «<...> robust, alternative world view to the industrial,
neoliberal paradigm» [19].

It is sometimes claimed that sustainability is not a perspective and not
an ideology, but a necessity [9]. Thus, it is an ideology that, according to
the concept of Gramsci [13], has become or at least have the will to become
hegemonic, i.e., taken for granted in society to an extent that it is natural,
that it goes without saying, and that criticism of the ideology is hard or
even impossible to perform. Indeed, some would say: «don’t you think
sustainability is a good thing?» Others consider that criticism of sustainability
is levelled by outsiders, outcasts, rebels that in reality isn’t criticizing
sustainability, but use the critique as a mean by doing what they need to do,
criticising, in order to sustain their character of being an outcast, i.e.,
criticising sustainability is part of their sustainability as outcasts.

Maybe I am an outcast, performing this critique of sustainability. But
the definition of sustainability is a rather peculiar definition for me, both in
science for me as an economist, and in politics for me as a modernist.
Modernism carries the conception of the economist’s investment, to
sacrifice today in order to reap more benefits tomorrow. The investment
category and the modernist ideology says that today is probably («probably»
is used in order to indicate risk) better than yesterday, and tomorrow will
probably (again, due to risk) be better than today. That means that with an
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investment and by following the modernist continuous improvement project,
the future generation will probably — again, due to risk — get more possibilities
and experience more alternatives. The modernist investment influences
the coming generations through enlarging the future possibilities of the
coming generation to satisfy their needs. Contrary to the modernist idea,
the sustainability definition appears to imply a preservation and not an
expansion. One could say that the concept of sustainability puts an end to
the modern project and becomes a preservation project, that is, a
conservative project, well aligned with the world view of the 7% Earl of
Grantham.

Gray [14] claims that sustainability is a paradox since it is conservative
against nature, but modernist towards society, since its action are focused
in preserving nature by changing and controlling society. The latter is
however not correct since to control society for the sake of conservation
is not modernism but to have a modern view of social constructivist attitude
but using it in a conservate manner.

The conservative approach is seen in the conservation idea, the demand
to conserve the plants and animal species of today. It is not the species of
yesterday that should be preserved, so those who claim sustainability do
not demand the return of the Neanderthal, even though we, the Homo
Sapiens, was probably responsible for the extinction of the Neanderthal.
The goal is to preserve today’s hominids, including homo sapiens. But this
position of sustainability is absurd since to claim the preservation of plants
and species imply the end of evolution. What is meant is probably that
homo sapiens should not be as a powerful part of the evolution that we are
today. Thus, it should be sustainability within the dynamic force of evolution.

But, if we are guided by a human morality claiming that we should take
care of humans, and if necessary, at the expense of nature, we have to be
an active actor in the evolution. With this morality, it is absurd to claim the
conservation of the mosquitoes that gives malaria, or conservation of the
parasite African Eye Worm, that can make people blind and increase their
mortality. With this human morality it is acceptable to do what we humans
have done since our first appearance, to be an active actor in the evolution
by not accepting the limitation by nature but by creating instruments which
we can use to manipulate nature, new plants and new types of animals
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through genetic manipulation that can give us more secure food supply
and to make extinct those mosquitoes and worms that kill human children.

Through this rather simple critique sustainability have been reduced
from its strong form to its weak form, but still the conservative aura
surrounds sustainability.

The sustainability ideology is socially conservative in that it assumes
and accept both market economy and an ideal form of capitalism,
disregarding for example, varieties of capitalism [18], suggesting actions
of sustainability that use, and therefor accept market economy and
capitalism in order to implement sustainability, but without questioning them
as forces of unsustainability (Hove, 2004). It could be claimed, as indeed
the old sociology professor in the introduction would claim, that market
economy and especially many forms of capitalism promote class society,
which is a characteristic of society that reduce the social dimension of
sustainability [11]. Thus, it has been suggested that to overcome one of its
conservative traits, sustainability should be transformed into «Critical
sustainability» [25].

In this specific critique, I can take one example from my country. In
Sweden, since the 80’ies, there has been a heated debate about the energy
system, where first the ecological and now the sustainability of the energy
system has been in focus. At the same time, the Swedish school system
have been privatized, with private profit-seeking schools, and where the
schooling itself has become a market where parents choose schools for
their kids. During this process, the standard of knowledge among pupils
have been significantly reduced, but in an uneven distribution, were low
class pupils and immigrant pupils have significant lower knowledge than
the middle-class and upper-class pupils since they, through their choice of
schools, have selected schools with higher quality, especially the quality of
the pupils. Thus, the marketization of the schools in Sweden has, together
with some other forces, such as the housing segregation, strengthen class
society and by that, reduced the lower classes opportunities to a good life.
This is, in terms of sustainability, clearly not in accordance with the social
dimension of sustainability since it is «<...> compromising the ability of
future generations to meet their own needs». But no one, not even the
Swedish Green party that stress sustainability most of them all, discuss the
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schools and the schooling system in terms of sustainability. This is probably
because it points towards basic organizational features of the society, which
only those engaged in critical sustainability deals with.

I give another example, maybe more comedy than reality, but that put
the finger on my basic critique of sustainability, that it has a conservative
orientation. EU has decided that nuclear power is a sustainable source of
energy production, but with the reservation if it can «safely dispose of
radioactive waste». One friend of mine is working with exploring a site in
Sweden as a safe place for nuclear waste. He told me that since nuclear
waste must be secured under 100 000 years, they work with geological
models covering 100 000 years. It implies that they consider, not one, but
two inland icing periods. Obviously, they do not believe, in their models,
that the climate change we now experience will heat Sweden for ever, so
the swedes do not experience an inland icing period. The last inland icing
in Sweden started 115 000 years ago, which were 30 000 years before
humanity, i.e., Homo Sapiens, nearly got instinct, probably due to a dramatic
climate change from a volcano. The last piece of this inland ice left Sweden
10 000 years ago. That was when humans started to become farmers in
the Middle east, China, Peru and Mexico. Climate change appears to be a
natural continuous and slow process, but could also, as the eruption of the
volcano that almost made humans extinct, happens very quickly, and, as
the climate change shows today, can also be very fast and influenced by
one of the species on earth, Homo Sapiens.

But, is climate change, by way of heating, bad in the sense that it is
«<...>compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own
needs?» For some people, in some areas, it will certainly be bad and
indeed, very bad for some, even destroying their possibility to live in their
areas. But for me, as a Swede, living in Scania, in the south of Sweden, if
climate heating implies no inland icing, it could be something good. It will
imply that my house will not be crushed by the inland ice, and it will imply
that my relatives, if they stay in Scania, 30 000 years from now can live
and grow food in Scania, maybe enlarging their abilities to meet their own
needs through giving opportunities to grow grapes and tobacco. Thus,
sustainability, if it implies no climate interference, will have as a consequence
the risk of inland icing of my home and that the future generations will not
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experience a positive change, such as producing wine and cigars in Scania.
If we succeed in fighting global heating, my relatives have to do what I
have to do, to go to Italy for the warm sun.

The second critique, which I will only mention, is that the definition of
sustainability contains the concept of needs, that is hard to operationalize
[1]. It is hard, if possible, to imagine the needs of the future generations,
thus we cannot know today what we can do today that will not influence
the future generations abilities, by reducing or enlarging the future
generations capacity to satisfy their needs. What we do, is assuming that
the future generation will have the same needs and the same preferences
as we have. This is, indeed, the view of the 7 Earl of Grantham,
a conservative attitude.

The ideology of sustainability is supported by strong societal forces,
that produce and reproduce its hegemonic character. The international
political organization, UN, originally a peace organization, has a program
for sustainability, Agenda 2030, that, for example, contains PRME, which
imply that business schools and universities with programs in business studies
integrate Agenda 2030 in its education. Many universities have accepted
PRME and started to integrate the UN agenda in their programmes and
teaching. Thus, universities are promoting the ideology of sustainability
according to the political organization UN, i.e., universities are active in
producing and reproducing the ideology according to UN. Today, not only
the single university professors are taking a stand, but also universities as
organizations. The sociology professor I mentioned in the introduction, if
being alive, would envy this development, not for its content, which he
would think is conservative and not progressive, but for its power to be
hegemonic. The ideology of sustainability succeeded where the ideology
of communism failed.

To be part of a hegemonic process, promoting a special kind of ideology,
is by no means a new activity by universities. Before the scientific revolution
the universities were engaged in promoting Christianity as an ideology.
Indeed, sustainability and Christianity have similarities as ideologies. Both
contains an overriding principle, that is self-evident, and where critics of
the principle is met with, at best, exclusion, and at worst, as in medieval
times, with fire. | have experienced this similarity since I have been fired
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from a professor position because of me refusing to accept the teaching
for sustainability, i.e., teaching an ideology. Today, luckily for me, universities
do not put disobedient professors on a fire, but they fire them.

With this definition of sustainability, containing a conservative direction,
it implies that universities that accept sustainability as a leading principle
for their teaching and research direction, using the concept, with its
conservative connotations, runs the risk of being an active conservative
indoctrinating power in society [17]. That is the opposite of modern mission
of the university, which is to be a critical agent in society, producing and
disseminating scientific knowledge.

Should academics and universities be autonomous from society,
or should they influence society through activism?

An academic researcher shall enjoy academic freedom, i.e., Freiheit
der Wissenschaft, only limited by the professional standards and ethics.
This imply that the researcher is autonomous when it concerns the choice
of research question, its theories, its research object and its scientific
research methods. But, at the same time, the researcher is heteronomous
through being a professional academic researcher, which means to follow
the professional standards, ethics and scientific methods of the academic
profession.

The autonomy is needed since the independence gives opportunities to
explore reality in ways never performed before, to ask questions and to
present results that are not directed or bounded by political, religious or
other societal forces. The heteronomy, on the other hand, consists of the
need to follow accepted professional standards, thus ensuring the scientific
community, but also society that the produced knowledge is scientific.

Habermas [17] made a distinction between empirical-analytical science,
historical-hermeneutic science, and critically emancipatory science. In the
empirical-analytical science the researcher is autonomous from the research
object. In the historical-hermeneutic science the researcher interacts and
in certain methods influence unintentionally the object and therefore the
results. In the critically emancipatory science, the intention is to influence,
thus it contains not only scientific standards but also political values that
direct the researchers will to influence. Critical science is therefore putting
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up one more heteronomy force that limits the researcher’s autonomy not
only by scientific professional standards but also directing the researcher
and the research through political values. This transforms the academic
researcher into a political activist researcher. The results of the activist
researcher can therefore not receive the trust from society as being
scientific since it is guided by a both a political and a knowledge will.

There is one condition of academic researchers that can create a
«structural stressy» [28] for an academic researcher since it puts the
academic freedom at risk. Researchers are not only paid by universities
but also often paid by foundations, corporations, organizations, and especially
by the government, to produce scientific knowledge. This could question
the autonomy of the academic researcher since it could influence the
academic researcher to have the will to satisfy the interest of the financer.
This combination of financing conditions and the condition of academic
freedom constitute a «structural stress» for an academic researcher.
However, an academic researcher with strong professional academic
standards, stressing the autonomy of the academic freedom, working in a
good university environment, i.e., at a university that is characterized by
academic freedom, would not experience the structural stress.

Scientific researchers could keep autonomy but within an assignment,
to create knowledge that is wanted by society. Accepting an assignment
to perform research about sustainability is not, as long as it is freely accepted
and also motivated by scientific reasons, a threat towards the Freiheit der
Wissenschaft, especially not if the researcher, after accepting the
assignment, thereafter freely, within the professional standards, select the
appropriate method and publish the results, whatever they are.

The grounding question is if researcher should create knowledge about
society or for society? In many cases the researcher has got the education
to become a researcher by government or by private schools. Do not
those financers have the right to demand something in return, i.e., knowledge
for society? In the context of academic freedom that question is given the
answer that the academic researcher gives scientific knowledge as deemed
by the academic freedom only limited by the professional standards. Those
that claim that researchers have to give back to society by creating scientific
knowledge that fulfils the interest of society have the problem of defining
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who is society? What interest, of all the diverse interests existing in society,
should be the guide for knowledge creation?

Could democracy, that most of us believe in, be the guide? If the
parliament decide about the wanted research orientation, and we have all
the reason to believe that the parliament decision is a balanced interest
expression, then do we, the academics, have to accept it as a guide for our
research?

This intervention in the academic freedom by the democracy exists in
Sweden today.

Take a look at the Swedish Higher Education Act, section 5:

«The university must in its activities promote apartheid, which
means that every present and future racial group is assured of an
ethnic and racially good environment, which promotes the different
racesy.

Should an academic researcher in Sweden accept to do research
directed by the idea of apartheid, with the argument that it is the Swedish
law as decided by the democratic parliament? Since universities in Sweden,
to large extent are financed by taxpayers’ money, their interest, as expressed
by the democratic laws, should be fulfilled and therefor direct the teaching
and research of the universities and their academic researchers.

Many, if not a dominating majority of the Swedish researchers would
say strongly NO! and invoke the academic freedom as an argument and
turning their back to the legislation.

Luckily for the dominating majority of the researchers, my citation is
false. It is not correct. But unluckily, it has some truth, because the correct
citation, with my English translation, is:

«In their activities, universities must promote sustainable
development, which means that current and future generations are
assured of a healthy and good environment, economic and social
welfare and justice». (The Higher Education Act, section 5.)

If «In their activities...» is meant their education and their research,
teachers have to teach in and for, not only about sustainability, and researchers
have to study sustainability if they want to follow the Swedish law.

As an academic, [ am not obeying the Swedish law, but the professional
norms of academic freedom. Therefore, | have indeed studied sustainability
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issues [26; 3; 27; 8; 5] but I did it because it is a subject existing in the
environment of my subject and because it is of interest in my scientific
subject. I have not studied sustainability because it is a law or that society
have expectations that I perform such research.

If society, if organizations and interest groups want any research, they
cannot command it, not even by law, since it goes against the basic value
of a university, the academic freedom. They can, however, offer research
opportunities, where autonomous academics, following the professional
norm of academic freedom, evaluate the proposal and find out if it is in the
interest of their subject to perform such research. Thus, academic freedom,
with its Freiheit der Wissenschatft, the right of a researcher to freely chose
object and methods of research, is a professional norm that overrides the
laws of society.

Ultimately, society have to trust the academics to be «...the impartial
guardian and promoter of social critique, providing all sides and
parties with the material that fundamental political critique is made
of» [28, p. 677]. Finally, I now state my position. A university and their
academic researchers, in their teaching and research, could do teaching
and research about sustainability, i.e., as a phenomenon that exists in society,
and therefore could be studied, explained and understood through our
scientific methods. With this position [ am contrary to those claiming teaching
for sustainability [ 17], demics could teach and do research about ideologies,
but not for ideologies, i.e., to promote any ideology. Universities should not
engage in teaching or research for sustainability as a must and a should,
i.e., as a norm. Universities are organizations for scientific knowledge
about society, not organizations that reproduces and disseminates any
ideology, how good or bad it can be. From this follows almost logically that
universities and academics cannot act in accordance to any other ideology
than academic freedom. Thus, political activism is out of bounds for
universities and academics. Then they turn into political actors and
organisations, and cannot therefor be trusted as academic institutions.

In research, academics have to follow the Weberian notion that politics
is about declaring goals, while action-oriented science explores the different
ways and their level of efficiency in reaching those goals, without promoting
any way. Academics creates scientific knowledge, while society and all its
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interest groups choose knowledge that fits society and them. Of course,
given the fact of Myrdal [22], it is trivial to note that science contains
values, and that scientists carry values that influence them in their studies
(Finseraas, Midtbien & Thorbjmrnsrud, 2022), but it is as trivial to claim
that we have to be aware of these values and we have to fight as much as
possible to keep values out from science, or at least, as Myrdal promoted,
to make them explicit. The fact that science contains values is not an
argument for flooding science with values, and the existence of values in
science do not legitimize their existence.

Is my subject, business administration, free from ideological
elements?

I have showed the ideological normative content of sustainability and
claimed that universities and academics should stay out of ideology, as
much as possible. Now I turn the attention on my own academic subject,
business administration, and will show that it already contains ideological
elements.

It is hard to be free from ideology in science, i.e., free from concepts
and theories that contains open declared or hidden values, normative
statements and/or supports one of the groups of society, typically through
legitimizing them and their actions. This is especially true in the science of
economics. I will in this section touch anecdotally upon some content of
my subject, business administration, collected from my specific area in this
subject, being accounting and finance, in order to show elements of ideology.
These elements consist of the very definition of economics, some of the
models of the corporation we have, the capital budgeting idea of net present
value, financial accounting and, lastly, a suspicion that has been raised,
that we train economists into the ideology of egoism. By this I want to
show that we have already ideological material in our science, but, as I
wrote in the previous section, this do not make ideology accepted, but, on
the contrary, should make us even more prone to criticise our subject and
to isolate as much as possible the ideological content.

Economics is the science of the production, distribution and consumption
of goods and services. Very often it is added in the definition that resources
are scarce, which imply that choices have to be made considering the
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scarcity. Thus, economics can be regarded, to some extent, as being a
science of choices under the limitation of scarce resources. Then the
normative, i.e., the ideological content, enter into the science by the
question: Given the scarce resources, what production, distribution and
consumption produce the best outcome, the highest value? That question
is often at the centre of economics, subsumed under the concept of
economizing. But, both resources and especially value contains interest.
For the worker, her and his body is a resource. For the employer, that hires
the worker, the body is not the resource of interest, but the individual’s
productive capacity. Thus, there exists factory environments that destroy
the body resource of the employees since the economizing behaviour of
the employee do not consider the body, since that is not priced, only the
service the worker can give has a price. Highest value is also even more
ideological since we have to ask, who defines what the relevant value is?

In business administration as a subject, we have developed ideas of the
corporation, how it is working and for what purpose. While being loaded
with empirical observations, models of corporations have turned into ideal
types of corporations, that slowly turns into ideologies when individuals
forget that the models started their lives as ideas, with some empirical
data, about the functioning of the corporation. Scientific models of
corporations can therefore transform over time and turn into normative
ideas of how a corporation should function.

While one can find many such models of corporations that can be turned
into ideologies, i.e., claimed to be the truth and the wanted order of business,
I believe the most established ones, at least in teaching, but also in many
research streams, are managerialism, corporatism, shareholderism and
stakeholderism.

Managerialism, i.e., when managers and their interest are governing
the corporation, were claimed by Berle & Means, Burnham and Galbraith
to guide the American corporations. There is indeed a difference in teaching
students that managers have been found to have operational responsibility
of an organization, to tell them that managers should have operational
responsibility of organizations, the latter being ideological, the former
empirical. The practice of our societies has been converted from a
description of practise, but partly also of legislation, to become a norm of
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practise, i.e., it has become praxis. It is hard to find the causal link, i.e.,
what came first and what influenced what. Is it this causal chain:
Managerialism in practise => scientific description of managerialism in
practise => legitimization of managerialism as the natural practise, i.e.,
praxis => norm of managerialism => reproduction of managerialism. Or is
it much simpler, like this: Interaction between practise and science => the
praxis of managerialism?

Corporatism, (not to be confused with corporativism) is another model
by which I mean that the corporation have been found to be a self-serving
organization with the goal of surviving. It can be found in the stewardship
theory, where the board of directors and the TMT acts or normatively
should act for the survival of the corporation as such. It can also be found
in institutional theory, where institutions are directing the corporation. And
it can be said to be inherent in the basic assumption of the going concern in
financial accounting, thus turning into a normative statement.

Shareholder orientation, especially appearing in the subject of finance,
where the shareholders are identified as the group of actors that the
corporation has as a goal to support through maximization of the wealth of
the shareholders. Here we teach that optimization of shareholder value should
be performed, i.e., it is a goal not questioned or discussed but assumed as a
natural fact in capitalism. With this optimization, the other stakeholder’s
interest, including nature and social peace, becomes reduced to limitations.

Stakeholder orientation, as in the stakeholder model, is when
management is claimed to be an balancing entity that balance all
stakeholders and their interests. In this model, sustainability enters in an
interesting way since one stakeholder is the future generation. The problem
with this is that the voice of the future generation cannot be heard since it
does not exist.

All these perspectives are presented in good teaching and good research
as different views, even as ideal types, which we can use in order to both
organize data, i.e., to describe reality, and to explain reality. But a heavy
yoke rest on the shoulders of us, the academics, to know these different
perspectives, to consider them all and to consider them as ideal types. If
we give up the diversity and focus solely on one, that we present as being
The Model of the Corporation, and even worse, if we claim that the purpose
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of the corporation in The Model is, should be and have to be the purpose of
the corporations in reality, then we have turned ourselves into academic
activists, that support and promote an ideology.

Thus, the perspectives and models as such do necessary represent
ideology, but our use of them turn ideological if we convert them from
being ideal types to become ontological.

In economics, or more specific, in capital budgeting, we have the idea
of net present value, claiming that money, or rather that resources have
higher value today than resources tomorrow. Why is that? Of course,
there is risk, inflation and opportunity costs. But a family having some
potatoes knows that if they can starve a little bit today and put some of the
potatoes in the soil, they will eventually end up with many more potatoes in
the future. Thus, the potato today has less value today, for eating, than it
will have in the future, when it has become many more potatoes. The
potato as such has a low value today, but as an investment, a sacrifice, it
will bring a huge value tomorrow. The capital budgeting idea is the opposite,
claiming that the potato has higher value today than tomorrow since its
capacity to grow is devalued through discounting. This example indicates
that maybe does net present value give less investments than could have
been performed, if we saw the value of the future.

This tendency, to reduce the value of the future, does also imply that if
we do something today that will have large costs in the future, for example
large environmental costs, these large costs do not appear as large for us
today since we consider them through our discounting eyeglasses, which
do not enlarge the costs, but, on the contrary, the thinking of net present
values reduce the costs.

So, net present value perspective tends to decrease the value of the
future and increase the value of today. Thus, it appears to contain a norm,
which is an ideological content. Net present value is Carpe idem. It is used
for investment analysis, but is an idea for a hedonistic society, where
tomorrow is another day. I think that we really need to consider the
implications of net present value and its capacity to, maybe, hinder us from
considering the future, the place where our kids and their kids will live.
And then remember that in the calculus of net present value are only the
priced resources.
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Accounting is a subject within business administration with two
orientations. One is positive accounting where we try to explain or
understand why corporations report in a certain way. The larger part of
the accounting subject, especially in teaching, is the normative accounting
theory, telling us how economic entities should report in order to behave in
accordance with an established, logical system.

This normative orientation of accounting is, overall, an ideological
instrument, supporting the interest of the owner of the organization.
Normative accounting can be criticized for its one-sided view, focusing on
the interest of the owner of the entity, noticing the resource changes that
ultimately affect the owner. As a reaction to this owner orientation, social
accounting, considering the humans of the corporation, appeared and
became very important, at least in Sweden, in the 70’ies. But with the
increase of the market orientation in the 80’ies it was reduced to some
lines in the accounting report. Today, sustainability reporting has become
even more important as social reporting was. And we, the universities,
have some courses in this. We have the courses because the students
need to know about modern accounting reports. But also, to balance the
ordinary teaching in normative accounting, i.e., to reduce the one-sidedness,
the focus on the owner’s interest. By this, both the teaching and the research
is less one-sided, more critical, and therefore run less risk of ideology
reproduction. Thus, teaching and research about sustainability is part of
the critical university. Teaching and research for sustainability is, on the
other hand, part of a political organisation.

A small note can be made here. We teach ROE, return on equity, since
the profit of the corporation, the return, will be related to the capitalist
contribution to the corporation, i.e., equity. We have formulas for calculating
ROE that we spend many hours explaining, and we show, through leverage,
how ROE can be increased through debt, thus promoting ideas of lending.
But we do not teach ROE, return on emissions, which is to relate the
return of the corporation to the nature’s contribution, the sacrifice made
by the nature. The silent assumption is that, in a capitalist economy,
corporations exist for the sake of the capitalist, i.e., the shareholder model,
where the nature is a limitation if it is represented by a price, maybe as by
the costs of emission rights, otherwise it is a free resource.
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Finally, some have claimed that teaching in economics and in business
administration foster students to egoism, not only teach them an ideology
but also to live by the ideology. The dominating paradigm of economics
assume self-interest as the motivator in the economy. The dominating theory
in many organizational studies is agency theory, which also assumes self-
interest. It is claimed that teaching in business schools promote the ideology
and the behaviour of egoism. That is probably not correct. I and my co-
researcher have done one study of Swedish students in business
administration, where we could not find an increase in moral orientation
during the three-year program that could be interpreted as egoism (Collin
& Schmidt, 2020). I and my co-researchers have done a comparative
study of students in Kharkiv, Ukraine, comparing business students with
students in language, where we found indications of the humanist students
to have higher moral orientation towards egoism, i.e., the opposite to the
hypothesis [21]. Recently I and my co-researchers gained Italian data,
using the same instrument as in the published studies, that do not indicate
a higher egoistic orientation as a result of education among business students
compared to students from humanistic subjects [6]. While one has to be
very humble when doing studies of moral orientation, the three studies
indicate that it is probably not true that business programmes push students
in an egoistic orientation. It could very well be the case that business
programs promote some ideologies and influence students to a certain
weltanschauung, i.e., a world view. But at least, there is no strong indication
that the business education influences the student’s moral orientation
towards egoism.

With these negative results concerning the business programs to infuse
ideology into students, maybe the aim of some universities, to teach not
about, but for sustainability is in vain. As little as the students become
prophets of egoism, they become prophets of sustainability.

With these anecdotal examples, mainly from my part of business
administration, accounting and finance, it is hard to escape the impression
that our subject indeed contains elements of ideology, and even more, that
we have opportunities of ideology through one-sidedness and lack of
critique. But this impression does not give us the right to teach and conduct
studies of sustainability as an ideology. Instead, it puts even harder demand
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on us to always be aware of the ideological elements and to, if it is not
possible to avoid them, at least present them as ideological elements.

Has my subject, business administration, elements of
sustainability?

I found in the previous section that business administration contains
ideological elements. Here I will touch on the question if sustainability
already is contained within the subject, especially finance and accounting,
or if the subject opposes sustainability. If there are elements of sustainability
concerning for example long-term considerations and resource
consumption, then maybe business administration is apt for sustainability
and through these elements have been dealing with sustainability before
the invention of the term. There are, however, also elements that appear
to be opposing the main ideas of sustainability.

In this section I will continue the anecdotal inspection of the subject by
noticing reporting, the big business of sustainability, the family business
survival goal, limited liability, and end with the notion of equilibrium that is
dominating in economics.

Long-term considerations can be found in the business administration
sub-subject of accounting. The grounding assumption of financial accounting
is going concern, assuming that the economic organization have an eternal
life. Since some parties, especially the one that financial accounting is
created for, the owners, want to know the value created in a period, i.e.,
the profit defined as revenues less costs, and since there is no end for the
organization, accountants need to consider accruals. By considering
accruals, accountants have become experts in approximating costs, i.e.,
resource consumption that is not necessarily represented by an expense.
One could therefore claim that that sustainability thinking is not anything
new but is the very starting point of financial accounting.

However, the problem with the sustainability in financial accounting is
that it concerns only specific types of resources. A resource considered
and observed in financial accounting have many different dimensions, such
as control, but a resource is ultimately defined with a value in monetary
terms, which can be derived, direct or indirect, from a price, be it market
defined or defined in other ways. Thus, a resource in financial accounting
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is always valued in monetary terms and based on prices. If there is a price
on a resource, it will be observed, i.e., recorded, and therefore being
considered through the lenses of financial accounting. This is a feature of
financial accounting independent on the financial context, be it a capitalistic
context, a socialist or a planned economy context. If there is no price, the
resource and its consumption will not be considered. If there are resource
consumption that is for free, for example the health of the worker or air, it
will not show up in the financial accounts.

This deficiency of financial accounting, and given the importance of
financial accounting, has created two reactions. One is to create prices on
resources, mimicking ownership, which inevitably means that state
organizations create prices, which more correctly could be termed taxes
on resources, or market where imaginary rights are traded, such as emission
rights. The second is to create indirect prices on resources, which is when
corporations experience institutional pressure, for example by consumers
not buying their products or through political organizations creating public
debate about resource consumption. The cost of consumption of the
resources enters indirectly into the financial accounting through for example
less sales of a product.

Some critics claim that lack of sustainable actions can be blamed on
the profit-oriented capitalistic corporation. While it is partly true, the fact
that organizations, in whatever economic system, use the Italian financial
accounting system, as presented by Pacioli, makes them prone to only
consider, through the financial accounting systems, resources that carry a
price. Ultimately, one cannot blame capitalism but have to blame Pacioli
and his successful system.

Another reaction to the deficiency is the social reporting that has
complemented financial accounting with accounting for resources lacking
prices. In the 70’ies there was social reporting and today we have
sustainability reporting, for example the «triple bottom line» (TBL). Today,
due to the institutional pressure on sustainability, this is big business, both
in the economy, for example at the audit firms, but also among researchers,
as all conferences and paper published concerning sustainability indicate.
In the economy the attempt of sustainability reporting is criticized for
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representing greenwashing, i.e., the more you report, the greener you
appear. Indeed, it has been claimed to support less sustainability instead of
more [20]. To that critique we can only say that Pacioli’s system was not
perfect at the start and has indeed developed. At least we have to
acknowledge that sustainability reporting exists and has become a ‘natural’
part of the corporation’s institutional promotion. While being not perfect
and still in adolescent development, a lack of this reporting would be a
perfect imperfection.

The research on sustainability reporting is also a big industry with many,
many correlations studies. Probably driven by several forces, such as its
importance in the economy, the fashion of sustainability, the political interest
by academics in these studies and also by methodological concerns, where
the rather easy data access drives the correlation studies. Sadly enough it
is very uncommon to find a study that tries to correlate actual sustainability
actions with sustainability reporting, probably because of methodological
hardships.

Very few studies ask the question: Is sustainability a result of profit,
that is, if you have profit, you can use part of the profit on sustainability
actions, or does it drive profit, that is, sustainability is an element of financial
success? Does a corporation first invest in sustainable actions and then
receives higher profit, or are sustainable investments made out of a good
profit. Or, instead of having our endless discussion on causality, looking for
The Single Cause, are they simultaneous, i.e., a well-managed corporation
is good in many respects, including being good in sustainability and good in
producing profit?

Another interesting question is if reporting creates actions, as indeed
we sometimes teach in our budget and accounting classes. Is it the case
that the deficiency of the reporting system to consider sustainability issues
have created a non-financial reporting that push corporations towards
sustainability actions in order to avoid being accused of greenwashing, i.e.,
you get what you report?

Another feature of business administration is its study of family firms.
They are organizations that are not operated according to the assumption
of profit maximization, but according to the corporatism model, for the
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survival of the firm, so it can support the family in several generations.
Since a family contains adults, but also children that will become adults,
the family business has to support, not only the adults and their children of
today, but also the children when they have become adults in the future,
and their children. This infuses the family business with a strong logic of
survival. Of course, economic sustainability of an organization does not
imply social and ecological sustainability actions per see, but at least, it
contains sustainability in the meaning of handing over to the next generation
in order to make them have, at least the same opportunities, or maybe also
more opportunities than the outgoing generation.

It is worth noting that we in economics have taught the profit motive as
the overarching corporate motive for more than 100 years. But the most
frequent firm in capitalistic countries is the family firm, which appear to
have survival and not maximum profit as the overriding motive. Strangely
enough, it was first at the year 2007 the family firm were given its own
performance concept in the science of business. It is termed socio-
emotional wealth, and came from a study of olive-oil mills in Spain [12].
Maybe this fact indicates an ideological bias that has made the researchers
in economics blind for the most frequent firms’ motive.

One founding principle of the modern corporation is limited liability. It
was an excellent innovation of the 1800, that made the limited liability
company such a success since the corporation could attract more capital
and therefore do more investments since the investor did not risk more
than its investment in the corporation. But this innovation it turned debt
into residual capital, since the investors only had to return to the debtholders
the amount they had invested in the corporation, not the amount the
corporation owed [8].

But limited liability is even worse. In the case of a corporation that has
mistreated the environment and then gone bankrupt, no one can trace the
investors and ask them to pay for the environmental costs. They will claim
«Limited liability» and then go back to their wallet and count the money
they earned as profit when they polluted the environment. Thus, limited
liability is not only limited liability towards the debtholders, but also to nature
and society. Limited liability is organized and legitimate irresponsibility.
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While there are some elements in the subject of business administration
that do not appear to fit well with sustainability, there is one that fits very
well, that of equilibrium. Economics have a well-developed attraction to
the idea of equilibrium. It exists in the double-entry Italian book keeping,
where debit and credit balance. It exists in the price, where a price is
established when demand and supply reach each other. And it is well
established today as ecological equilibrium in sustainability.

But, while equilibrium can appear to be dynamic, it is the opposite. The
road to equilibrium is the dynamic part, while the balance is the static,
frozen moment of no change. Thus, it appears that the conservative attitude
that I found in sustainability is also present in the strong sustainability idea
of economics, the equilibrium.

Why do we not change focus, from the balancing point of the equilibrium
to the movement from or to the balancing point? We could instead focus
on adaptability, i.e., to be capable to change, to adapt if something is
happening, and when nothing is happening, we create an action. We could
even go one step further and stress changeability, i.e., to be able to induce
change among adaptive entities. Herakleitos said, Panta Rei, which means
that nothing is as it was, thus, what exists is change, not same stable state,
like equilibrium. Maybe equilibrium, at least concerning humans’ affairs, is
just another word for the inertia of institutions?

This sketchy and anecdotal mentioning of some examples from my
subject, business administration, indicate that my subject has some notions
that is of value for studies of sustainability, but that, at present, it is not yet
well suited for considering sustainability. The reason is probably that the
subject has been developed in describing the present practise, which is its
academic duty, and then, maybe without intent, been promoting what they
found, i.e., praxis. With the conclusion from the preceding part, adding this
parts anecdotes, it is hard to avoid the conclusion that business
administration has been part of legitimizing and promoting the existing way
of doing business, i.e., it has not avoided wholeheartedly to be a reproductive
actor of the ideology of society. In this sense, to teach for sustainability
would not break the tradition. It would only purify and drag the tradition to
its logical end point, where education and research are directly and
admittedly subject to an ideology.
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A concluding call for academic professionalism supporting
society

I have found that sustainability is a conservative ideology that could be
taught about but not for at universities and be studied by autonomous
professional academic researcher for the sake of knowledge, not for the
sake of social change. I found that my subject, business administration,
especially accounting and finance, is not free from ideological elements
and | found the subject to contain ideas of sustainability or ideas that could
be used in studies and teaching about sustainability, but also ideas that are
contrary to sustainability. I have stressed that bad practise does not motivate
or legitimate continuation of bad practise. Bad practise should push us to
improve our practise through realizing our professional duty, to perform
and teach scientific knowledge.

In this concluding section I make a call for academics at universities
and for universities to implement and safeguard academic freedom, implying
among other things, no ideology directed research or teaching, but solely
directed towards creating and disseminating scientific knowledge.

Our duty is to produce scientific knowledge, and to supply it to the
scientific community in order to build knowledge, and to supply it to society,
thereby helping society to reflect on possible actions. An academic has
therefore an professional and egalitarian approach and refutes elite and
power approaches.

1. We produce scientific knowledge through following the principle of
academic freedom only limited by our professional standards, i.e., we have
a professional approach

2. We give our knowledge to everyone so it can be used by everyone,
i.e., we have an egalitarian approach.

3. We do not support our own individual political views through activism
i.e., we do not have an elite approach.

4. We do not support specific groups or organizations, i.e., we do not
have a power approach, even if the power approach exists due to interest
groups being powerful to attracting research through funding

We recognize our subjectivity and struggle with it, through reflection,
self-criticism and debate, accepting that it can influence the choice of
research subject, but we do not allow it to influence our method or our

presentation of the results, where our eternal strive is for objectivity and
autonomy, limited only by our professional standards.

Sustainability is a phenomenon existing today, which motivate us to
study it, as we study all other existing social phenomena’s of today. Its
existence in society is a research possibility, but not a necessity to study
and no-one, not the King, not the Parliament, not the Rector, not them
together can demand us to study or teach it.

To let sustainability become a necessity to teach and to study, as in
UN’s PRME initiative, is a violation of academic freedom, and to promote
sustainability as an academic person, in teaching, research and in societal
action is to become an ideological conservative actor in society. Both are
opposing the very essence of scientific work, to be a critical force in society.

But, as indicated anecdotally here, we in the subject of business
administration do perform ideological actions when we let the critical
essence of science diminish through one-sidedness in perspectives and
through not critically evaluating our concepts. But, as also anecdotally
indicated here, there are elements of sustainability existing inherent in the
subject of business administration.

Thus, business administration can and do contribute to the scientific
exploration of sustainability, as long as we safeguard ourselves from ideology
and activism.

The conservative character of sustainability is not damaging in a
knowledge sense since we, as critical academics, teach about sustainability.
It becomes damaging if we teach for sustainability, since it implies that the
university support conservative ideologies.

The only ideology academics should support is the one that carries the
norm of free thinking and free expression: «4cademic duty and the needs
of the decent society coincide in suggesting that academic thought
should remain fundamentally critical of all practices, those of activists,
those of rulers, and any others» [28]. Our aim is to produce scientific
knowledge, for society to enjoy and use.

The article is devoted to the analysis of the concept of Digital Citizenship as
a tool for the study of transformations in the relationship between citizens and
the state in the context of the growing influence of digital technologies. The
author focuses on the influence of the digital age on the development of
e-democracy and the accompanying socio-political threats. In particular, it
emphasizes such threats as the spread of misinformation, cyber attacks, harmful
content that promotes hatred, discrimination and violence and other destructive
phenomena used to polarize society and delegitimize power. The study emphasizes
the importance of developing digital competencies of citizens to effectively counter
these threats. Digital Citizenship is a set of values, knowledge and skills that
covers not only technical skills, but also developed critical thinking, media literacy,
ethical awareness and active participation in a digital society, necessary for the
safe and responsible functioning of a citizen in the digital space. The fundamental
idea of the Digital Citizenship concept is to network values, knowledge and skills
from each individual citizen to collective civic responsibility. The goal of Digital
Citizenship is to develop an active citizenship position in the political field of
e-democracy and contribute to the formation of a fair and secure digital society.
According to the author, digital competences of citizens should be considered as
a key element of the security policy of modern democracies, since the ability of
the population to critical thinking and responsible use of digital tools makes the
state more resistant to digital threats in the context of hybrid challenges of the
21st century. Based on the analysis, the author proposes to integrate the concept
of digital citizenship into the educational policy of Ukraine, in particular in higher
education institutions. Such an approach will prepare a new generation of
specialists who can not only use digital technologies, but also critically evaluate
them and apply them responsibly in society. Particular attention should be paid to
the development of university projects aimed at the formation of digital competence
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and the involvement of students in active participation in democratic processes.
This will contribute not only to the development of e-governance and
strengthening national cybersecurity, but also to the formation of a digital civil
society capable of effective interaction with state institutions. The implementation
of such projects will help Ukraine move closer to European standards of
e-democracy, based on the active interaction of civil society and state institutions.

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Berest Tetiana. Transformation of Distance Learning Courses
in the Context of Blended Education.

The article analyzes the peculiarities of transforming distance learning courses
during the transition to blended learning in higher education in Ukraine, specifically
examining the educational practices at Kharkiv University of Humanities “People’s
Ukrainian Academy.” The research focuses on changing approaches to organizing
the educational process using the Moodle electronic environment, which became
the basic platform for creating and adapting distance courses during the COVID-
19 pandemic, and subsequently one of the key tools supporting blended learning.
The article identifies the stages of course transformation: from the formal transfer
of educational materials to digital space to the development of structured,
interactive educational environments designed for active student engagement.

The key components of distance courses are examined: modular organization,
combination of theoretical material with practical tasks, testing, self-assessment,
and forum discussions. The importance of asynchronous task completion is
emphasized, which allows for consideration of individual learning paces and
provides flexibility in mastering the material. Considerable attention is paid to the
role of the instructor, who serves not only as a source of knowledge but also as a
moderator, consultant, and mentor in the digital environment. The article highlights
the challenges of blended learning related to weak student motivation, lack of
independence in completing assignments, and low levels of group communication.
The paper examines organizational and methodological challenges, particularly
the need for regular course content updates, development of clear instructions,
feedback systems, and assessment of results. The necessity of integrating
pedagogical innovations, improving digital literacy of instructors, and establishing
sustainable methodological support for the effective use of distance courses in
a blended learning format is substantiated.

Mathematical education
as one of the factors of formation of intellectual personality in
modern society

The article is devoted to the problems of modern mathematical education. Its
purpose is to provide answers to the question: why do students need to learn
mathematics and how the tasks and goals of mathematical education have changed
over the last decades. Attention is drawn to the fact that modern society is
increasingly losing the characteristics of an industrial society and acquiring the
characteristics of an information society, the unique feature of which is the increase
in the role of information and knowledge, as well as the role of a person as their
carrier. Such a society feels the need for people who quickly orient themselves in
unfamiliar conditions and are able to find rational solutions to non-standard
problems. This, in turn, requires a revision of the orientations of the educational
system, in particular the mathematical one. It is emphasized that the developing
function of mathematical education comes to the fore in modern society. Currently,
it is important to study mathematical objects, facts, theories and methods not so
much for their further use in solving standard problems, but for the formation of
key intellectual abilities of the individual.

The results of the study by psychologists from the University of Oxford are
considered. They studied at the chemical level the physiological impact of
mathematics education on a person and found out that stopping the study of
mathematics leads to a significant decrease in the level of gamma-aminobutyric
acid, which is vital for the plasticity of the brain and is involved in many important
cognitive processes such as thinking, memorizing, learning, problem solving.
The opinion of Doctor of Medical Sciences, a well-known neuropathologist, Yuri
Flomin, is also given, who believes that there is a clear connection between the
level of education and the risk of developing cognitive disorders in old age.
According to his opinion, intensive mental activity, which is primarily related to
the study of mathematics, develops the brain and increases its resistance to such
degenerative changes as dementia.

It is concluded that the study of mathematics is actually vital for all thinking
beings, and mathematical education is the basis, cornerstone in the foundation of
the formation of a modern personality.

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EDUCATION IN EMERGENCIES

The paper summarizes unique experience of «People’s Ukrainian Academy»
gained over the years of a full-scale invasion. A small private education institution
situated in Kharkiv, heavily affected by military operations, has never stopped
working, supported its students and staff, and provided a high-quality training to
education seekers. The paper explains what pre-requisites helped the university
to withstand at the beginning of the war and looks into a PUA’s complex strategy
employed in wartime. Several lines of effort are outlined in the article.

Firstly, the paper highlights the importance of the course content quality and
reliability of the platform that hosts online courses and ensures Teacher-Student
interaction. Secondly, it is shown how a teacher’s role has changed in the context
of war. New communication styles established within academic communities are
explicated. Special attention in the article is paid to the concept of individual and
institutional resilience and factors boosting it. Finally, the paper explains the way
how volunteering initiatives prove to be more than just serving the public in times
oftrouble. Volunteering is seen as a powerful tool for bringing people together by
encouraging community dialogue, fostering solidarity and a shared sense of
purpose. In conclusion, the author emphasizes that continuing formal education
in wartime manifests the ability of human spirit to thrive against the odds, therefore,
fuels hope and strength people need to endure trials.

Having lived through the three years of a full-scale war, Ukrainian
universities did prove that education in wartime IS possible. «People’s
Ukrainian Academy» — a relatively small private education institution
situated in Kharkiv, which had to go online in March 2022 — has accumulated
unique experience of supporting its students and staff and, moreover, of
providing a high-quality training at the time of war [1].

PUA had several prerequisites for survival in emergency, among which
were: an established e-learning platform Moodle with a range of online
courses, some experience of online teaching/learning obtained over the
months of the global pandemic and a range of digital tools mastered by the
teachers lately. We should also mention the factors that proved to be as
important if not more: mental resilience of the team, social connection
between people, and adaptability, which are crucial in challenging situations.

However, the war on an unprecedented scale led to unprecedented
challenges to people, families, and institutions, and surprisingly, getting back
to a routine of everyday classes, lectures, home tasks, projects, and even
extra-curricular activities in March 2022, though seemed insane, turned
out to be a life-saving decision. Soon it became evident that at this time it
was not simply a transition from offline to online, it was a complex strategy
involving several directions of effort: improving online interaction between
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teachers and students to compensate for not having any face-to-face
communication; ensuring the quality and topicality of the course content;
maintaining standards, but at the same time easing rules and deadlines so
that students in difficult circumstances or having no Internet connection
could do course tasks in Moodle at their own pace; ensuring instant
communication in various messengers within academic communities to
create a common space for mutual support so as to have actual information
about where every community member is and what their situation is at any
moment. Communication in messengers between teachers and students,
between teaching and administrative staff has also undergone a serious
transformation, it was no longer asking/answering course-related questions,
giving feedback, comments or clarification, announcing results, instead, it
became a way to feel belongingness and togetherness, academic chats
allowed information that had never been there before: breaking news,
warnings, non-related discussions, jokes, mems, videos, anything that was
considered helpful to someone at the moment. Instant responses to requests
in chats became really crucial, so teachers and managers did their best to
react promptly regardless of the time and place. This way a supportive
professional network was gradually built.

Under the circumstances of war, the role of the teacher has shifted
towards motivating, encouraging and supporting learning efforts of their
students [5]. The value of every academic achievement is becoming
incomparably greater as it is attained by day-to-day overcoming
extraordinary challenges, such as displacement, lack of resources,
psychological stresses, and interruptions to learning, so teachers have a
hard task to balance between standards and positive reinforcement,
assessment and empathy, academic objectivity and a human-centred
approach.

Another line of effort for those committed to get through a life-and-
death period in the history of our country is cultivating an individual and
institutional resilience, the ability to recover after shocks and set-backs
being stronger and even more capable than before. Human resilience is
innate, though some individuals may be more predisposed to it than others,
resilience develops through experiences, supportive environment,
institutional culture, and intentional practices. Individuals are more likely
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to develop and demonstrate resilience when they can master healthy coping
mechanisms and their effort is supported and rewarded by the institution
they work for or study in [4].

Providing supportive environment to both students and staff, «People’s
Ukrainian Academy» has always set ambitious development goals, promoted
and fostered «Growth Mindset», not only declaratively, but in a most practical
way: helping individuals to see problems as challenges, to exploit every
opportunity in the crisis, to «open every door the war unlocked to Ukrainian
academics and education-seckers». Among the opportunities seized: a
record number of Erasmus mobilities, scholarships from foreign universities,
joint international research and education projects, guest lectures by PUA
lecturers and guest lectures in PUA, courses taught by affiliated professors,
international training for teachers and many more. The academy supported
its students who attempted to do courses in two universities simultaneously
by designing and providing them with individual learning trajectories, and
supported professionals of all ages who saw a chance to get back to a
university class and get a second qualification or complete a once unfinished
course. This way the university significantly boosts the prospects of its
teachers and graduates in post-war times on a globalized labour market.

PUA’s institutional resilience stands on the collective ability of its
stakeholders to withstand and recover after large-scale shocks, on their
coordinating efforts, on extended network of partners committed to support
each other in emergencies.

Volunteering initiatives and collective efforts of the university and its
stakeholders do not only address immediate needs of endangered individuals
and communities, but also lay the groundwork for long-term recovery and
resilience, as common activities, especially aimed at helping someone in
need, bring people together by encouraging community dialogue, fostering
solidarity and a shared sense of purpose [5]. PUA’s volunteers deliver
humanitarian aid to people affected by the war, support military units
protecting Kharkiv, organize charity events.

Continuing education in wartime manifests the ability of human spirit to
thrive against the odds, fuels hope and strength necessary to endure trials.
Universities in war-affected regions of Ukraine have gained unique
experience of living and functioning through the war. «People’s Ukrainian
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Academy» has elaborated a complex strategy which involves a number of
directions, most important of which are: improving quality of online learning/
teaching and strengthening reliability of online platforms; establishing a
new style of communication within the academic community; cultivating
individual and institutional resilience, bringing people together through
volunteering initiatives and service to the public.

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Herasina Lyudmila. Lobbyism as ambivalent socio-political
technology.

The article is devoted to the consideration of the phenomenon of lobbying,
which is carried out in the sociological and political paradigm. The ambivalent,
socio-political nature and specificity of lobbies as «interested groups» are
investigated; it has been clarified, to what extent civilized forms and methods of
lobbying influence/pressure can contribute to the realization of consolidated
public interests, and thus — to strengthen democracy. The problem of lobbying
remains relevant under the conditions of treacherous aggression of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine in 2022-2025; this is confirmed by the Law of Ukraine
«On Lobbying» adopted in 2024.

It is appropriate to interpret the essence of «lobbying” as a social technology
for realizing interests, aspirations, and projects through exerting pressure on
legislative institutions and administrative structures from various organizations,
associations, and social communities in favor of expected decisions. Lobbyists
play the role of «political brokers», providing state structures with arguments
and information on pressing issues. The political justification of lobbying
(according to A. Bentley and J. Maynot) consists in the functional contribution
to the achievement of public consensus; hence the general social features of
lobbying follow. However, according to the type of social consolidation and
influence technologies, the main types of lobby should be distinguished: pluralistic
and corporatist.

The rating of modern lobbying allows us to determine the socio-political
conditions and mechanisms that limit the speculative pressure on the authorities,
carried out by some lobbyists for the sake of opportunistic interests and goals.
This is prevented by: the European Code of conduct for lobbying; practices of
«civilized» lobbying, its legalization; increasing transparency in the financing of
election and other political campaigns; finally, useful experience in international
lobbying, etc. Among the most legitimate technologies are «resource sharingy,
public positioning, public presentations. So, lobbying is able to contribute to the
preservation of political balance in the system of power to achieve public
consensus in making management decisions.

The genesis of the development of domestic research in the fields of economic
psychology and behavioral economics is understood. It is noted that the core of
the Ukrainian school has been formed in the first direction, while the second
direction is in a slow development stage and is mainly developing on the basis of
Western studies. The research directions in the fields of economic psychology
and behavioral economics are relevant and of strategic importance for the Ukrainian
economy and business. It was noted that for the effective development of domestic
research, which will reflect socio-cultural characteristics and have scientific and
practical value, it is necessary to form a request from the government and business
and attract funding for important scientific projects.

Problem Statement

In the fast-evolving IT industry, maintaining competitiveness is
a persistent challenge. Companies are constantly pressured to innovate,
capture market share, and stay ahead of rivals. Traditional strategies, such
as incremental improvements or cost leadership, may not be enough in an
era of rapid technological advancements and disruptive trends. Identifying
and implementing effective strategies to enhance competitiveness is critical.

While the definition of FMA varies across industries and academic
interpretations, its core benefits are widely acknowledged.

Research indicates that first movers benefit from establishing brand
authority and influencing market standards. By entering markets early,
companies secure consumer loyalty and shape customer expectations [6;
4]. This positioning allows firms to dominate emerging industries, particularly
in technology-driven sectors.

FMA also improves cost advantages through economies of scale and
experience. As early entrants refine their production and operational
strategies, they can achieve significant cost reductions, making it harder
for competitors to match their efficiencies [2]. More and more companies
are implementing Al solutions to make this process happen even
faster [1; 5].

Beyond operational benefits, FMA is instrumental in setting barriers to
entry. Companies that pioneer new markets can patent innovations and
build ecosystems that competitors find challenging to penetrate. For example,
firms such asAmazon and Microsoft have effectively established technical
and financial monopolies through first-mover strategies [4].

However, the research emphasizes that FMA’s effectiveness depends
heavily on how the company executes it. While early entry creates

This early entry
creates opportunities to dominate emerging markets, build strong brand
recognition, and establish barriers to entry for competitors. Notable examples
include Amazon in e-commerce, Tesla in electric vehicles, and Microsoft
with its Windows operating system.

The concept of first-mover advantage has varying interpretations across
industries. In the IT context, FMA refers to the competitive edge gained
by entering a market early, offering companies opportunities to lead,
innovate, and set standards before competitors.

If a company successfully implements the first-mover strategy, it can
unlock several benefits that are particularly advantageous in the IT industry.
Achieving early market entry often translates into establishing market
leadership, as demonstrated by Google, which secured dominance in search
engines by prioritizing algorithmic precision early on. Additionally, first
movers tend to build strong brand equity, becoming synonymous with their
product category, much like GoPro did in the action camera market. These
companies also enjoy cost efficiencies by mastering operational processes
and reducing production costs as they scale.
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Despite these benefits, the first-mover strategy presents significant risks
that IT companies must address. Entering untested markets typically
requires substantial upfront investments in research, development, and
marketing, increasing financial exposure. Moreover, early entrants are
vulnerable to market volatility, as consumer adoption and evolving trends
can undermine initial efforts. For example, Yahoo’s early lead in internet
services was later overtaken by more agile competitors. Finally, first movers
face the risk of being surpassed by second movers, who can refine the
original product and address its weaknesses, as Facebook eftectively did
when it outpaced MySpace in the social networking domain.

There is no unified way to apply the FMA strategy at the company
level. However, studies show that a few common steps are usually found
in those who apply the FMA strategy the right way (and achieve results
beyond the initial innovation). These steps include identifying underserved
market needs and positioning themselves as pioneers. For instance, Zoom
capitalized on the rising demand for remote collaboration tools at a critical
time, establishing itself as a market leader. The next step would be to
shape the market correspondingly (first movers in IT often have the
opportunity to establish industry standards) - not quite a way to establish a
monopoly, but it also serves the purpose of brand establishment and
recognition, shaping technical norms that competitors must follow. For
example, Amazon Web Services sets the benchmarks for cloud computing,
creating an indispensable ecosystem. Furthermore, the «closure» is to scale
quickly and effectively (in fact, the same approach works for all innovative
strategies). By deploying robust, adaptable infrastructure, companies can
achieve global expansion and maximize the benefits of early market entry,
securing their position before competitors can gain traction.

To successfully implement a first-mover strategy while addressing its
associated risks, IT companies must adopt a balanced and informed
approach. Such an approach begins with substantial investment in market
intelligence, ensuring offerings align with user needs and prevailing market
trends, thus minimizing the risk of misalignment. It is also equally important
to foster organizational agility, ensuring the company is ready to adapt to
customer feedback and shifting market conditions swiftly. Moreover,
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establishing robust ecosystem barriers through patents, strategic
partnerships, and platform dependencies can safeguard innovations and
maintain a competitive edge (however, on the date this article was published,
we also see that such an approach may become regulated by an anti-
monopoly committee over time). Such an approach should ensure an initial
foothold in the market and the sustainability and growth of the company’s
competitive position in an evolving industry.

Conclusion

The first-mover advantage presents IT companies with a powerful
mechanism to establish market leadership, shape industry standards, and
secure cost efficiencies in fast-evolving environments. However, its
implementation requires a strategic approach to navigate risks and
challenges. Companies can sustain their competitive edge over time by
aligning FMA strategies with market intelligence, fostering agility, and
building protective ecosystem barriers. While early entry offers significant
opportunities, long-term success depends on a company’s ability to adapt,
innovate, and refine its market position.

Further research and discussion: nowadays, we are witnessing a new
period of regulations aimed at bringing innovations to a wider number of
market players. New EU and American anti-monopoly regulations may
affect the way the FMA works in a long-term perspective, since some of
the regulations may decrease companies’ ability to protect their innovations
with a «walled garden» ecosystem, which may cause market structure
changes and change the way one treats the FMA strategy in general.

Modern marker of social partnership
in social management.

The article updates the problem and analyzes modern markers (performance
indicators) of social partnership in the context of social management.

The article presents research on markers of social partnership in various fields
ofknowledge (sociology, economics, political science, pedagogy), scientific views
on social partnership as localized networks that unite in a certain combination
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groups of local community, industry representatives and government for joint
work on local and regional problems, as well as the development of society; as a
joint activity, the main markers of which are common goals and values,
voluntariness, mutual responsibility for the results of cooperation.

In the context of modern management theory, the following types of partnership
have been identified: 1) project partnership within a specific social project;
2) problem-oriented partnership — to solve specific problems; 3) ideological
partnership based on common views and interests; 4) ethical partnership aimed at
solving ethical problems. As a result of the analysis of the presented approaches
and the review of existing practices, the authors have summarized the markers of
social partnership in social management. The main markers include: the level of
involvement of the parties; dialogue and interaction; mutual responsibility; level
of trust; social effectiveness; information openness; innovativeness in approaches
to management.

Tools, Effectiveness, and Sociological Implications.

The article is devoted to the study of transformations taking place in the field
of career coaching under the influence of tools based on artificial intelligence.
Using the example of the analysis of ten digital platforms (CoachBot, HireVue
Coach, Rezi, LinkedIn Learning, Workday Career Hub, FutureFit A, Eightfold.ai,
SkyHive, Paradox Olivia, Google Career Certificates), it is considered how
automated approaches to coaching form new modes of self-regulation, standardize
the idea of professional development and structurally influence the behavior of
the individual. Methodologically, the work is based on the approach of
sociotechnical analysis and the concepts of disciplinary power, algorithmic
norming and “technologies of the self”. As a result, it is demonstrated that artificial
intelligence not only optimizes coaching as a service, but also participates in the
construction of the normative logic of professional growth.

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Lisovol Anton. Options for transforming the relationship between
educational institutions and teachers through the development of
artificial intelligence and total digitization.

The article is devoted to the options for transforming relations between higher
education institutions and teachers through the prism of the development of
artificial intelligence and the total digitalization of society.

The purpose of the article is to study the options for transforming relations
between teachers and educational institutions in modern conditions.

It is shown that Al and digital tools open up new opportunities for
personalizing learning, automating routine tasks, and creating a more inclusive
educational environment, and generate new challenges related to the need to
increase teachers’ digital competence, ethical aspects of using Al, and the risks of
losing the human component in the learning process. It is emphasized that the
role of teachers in modern conditions is changing from “knowledge translators”
to learning facilitators. The following key areas of transformation of teachers’
activities are substantiated: automation of routine tasks; personalization of
learning; development of critical thinking; teaching and mentoring. The key
elements of the digital infrastructure of the educational process were identified:
modern information systems (learning management systems (LMS), electronic
libraries, platforms for online learning and collaboration; digital security (data
protection systems, prevention of cyberattacks and ensuring the confidentiality
of personal information). Options for transforming relations between teachers
and institutions were explored: transition to hybrid employment models (including
freelance, platforms); joint development and moderation of digital content;
implementation of collaboration systems based on data analytics; strengthening
academic autonomy within the digital ecosystem. It was concluded that artificial
intelligence and digital technologies are a powerful factor in transforming
the educational environment, which changes not only learning tools, but also the
very nature of interaction between a teacher and an educational institution.

The last decades in modern scientific thought can be characterized as a search
for the new and an understanding of the past at the same time. This can be
explained by many reasons. The main ones should be considered a rethinking of
the role of man and his place in the universe and the search for points of connection
between man and the surrounding world. Attempts to solve modern ecological
problems within the framework of the anthropocentric paradigm have not yielded
results and have not brought man closer to harmony with nature. Ecocriticism
raises the issue of problematic relationships between man and nature, culture and
nature, and offers a different approach and its own solution to these issues. At
the same time, ecocriticism is based on the fact that nature cannot be considered
part of people’s cultural practice. Nature and culture, and everything connected
with them, are real (P. Barry). An ecocentric reading of the work allows us to put
nature and man and everything related to man on the same level. It seeks to
consider nature and man as one whole, based on their blood relationship, and
proposes to shift the emphasis from the inner world of man to the outer world —
the world of nature. Moreover, to find those points of intersection that will allow
us to approximate the harmony that the anthropocentric paradigm was so seeking.
At the same time, to form a worldview that should be called “worldcentrism”,
where man and nature create a single field. These dimensions coexist beautifully;
they are able to support each other; they do not harm or destroy everything
around them. This approach should not be seen as a fashionable trend, but as,
perhaps, the last attempt to find understanding and compromise with nature; as
an opportunity to save ourselves and all living and non-living things on the
planet from a selfish utilitarian attitude towards everything that exists on planet
Earth.

The article outlines the main tasks of ecocriticism and the features of an
ecocentric reading of a work; highlights the relevant and promising issues for
discussion raised by this area of literary studies.

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MULTIPLE WORLDS OF THE LITERARY TEXT

The concept of multiple worlds in literature is a fascinating and promising area
of linguistic research, closely connected with linguistic personality, national
identity, culture, and mentality. The study aims to define the content, structure,
and linguistic features of the expression of multiple worlds in literary texts. To
better delineate this concept, the term «artistic multiverse» is introduced, which
enables a deeper understanding of the idea of multiple worlds. Within a literary
work, several distinct worlds are identified: the author’s world, the character’s
world, the recipient’s world, the immediate world, and the unreal world. The study
provides a detailed description of the characteristics of each of these worlds and
proposes a methodology for their analysis.

The research makes a significant contribution to the field of linguistics by
forming a comprehensive framework for studying and understanding the concept
of multiple worlds in literature. Particular attention is given to the linguistic and
cognitive mechanisms that play a key role in the creation and perception of these
worlds. The primary research methods include textual analysis, the interpretation
of symbols, and the study of cognitive processes that facilitate reader interaction
with literary texts.

The results of this study offer a conceptual foundation for understanding the
literary multiverse, demonstrating that an author’s creative output consists of
several autonomous worlds, each with unique features requiring an individual
approach to analysis. Special emphasis is placed on the consideration of internal
and external references within a literary text, highlighting the active role of the
reader in creating meanings and reinterpreting artistic reality. This research
contributes to the theoretical understanding of how different worlds in a literary
text interact with one another, creating a multidimensional space for interpretation
and analysis.

In contemporary scientific discourse, it is broadly recognized that
language is a cornerstone of human civilization’s development. The invention
of writing enabled humanity to transition from a hunter-gatherer lifestyle
to an agrarian society. Later, the advent of printing propelled society into
the industrial age. Today, scientific inquiry increasingly focuses on the
linguistic personality in connection with human consciousness, interactions
within society, relationships between individuals and the environment, and
humanity’s engagement with the broader world.

One of the age-old questions that continues to captivate scientists is
whether other worlds might exist. While this notion may seem fantastical
to the average person, it is no longer regarded as radical or purely speculative
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in scientific circles. Discussions about the existence of alternative worlds
have extended beyond mystics, philosophers, and fiction writers to
encompass mathematicians, cosmologists, and physicists. Modern theories
propose that our Universe might be just one among countless others, each
operating under different physical laws. This collection of possible
universes—often referred to as the Multiverse, Metaverse, or
Hyperuniverse — encompasses parallel, alternative, or other worlds. The
implications of confirming the existence of these worlds would profoundly
reshape human understanding and expand scientific and philosophical
horizons.

This article explores the concept of the literary multiverse, where various
sub-worlds are identified and analyzed. The study adopts a theoretical
approach, beginning with an examination of the origins of the multiple-
worlds concept before addressing the distinct features of each world within
a literary text: the author’s world, the proximate world, the character’s
world, the unreal world, and the recipient’s world.

The idea of multiple worlds has been explored across disciplines. In
philosophy and logic, the concept has been used to analyze the ontological,
epistemological, and axiological dimensions of possible worlds (J. Hintikka,
G. Leibniz, D. Lewis, S. Kripke). In physics, figures such as Stephen
Hawking have significantly advanced the discussion. Within philology, the
multiverse hypothesis has inspired the theory of possible worlds in literature,
with foundational work by L. Dolehel, U. Eco, T. Pavel, and M.-L. Ryan.

The origins of the multiverse concept can be traced to ancient
civilizations, with renewed interest driven by advancements in philosophy,
physics, and psychology. The shift toward postmodernism, with its emphasis
on pluralism over singularity, has also contributed to the proliferation of
multiple-worlds theories. This framework positions the multiverse as an
alternative to the classical, homogenous conception of the Universe.

The notion of possible worlds dates back to Antiquity, where Greek
philosophers such as Democritus, Metrodorus of Chios, and Epicurus
speculated on the existence of worlds either similar to or entirely different
from our own. Based on the principle of isonomy (equal probability),
Democritus posited that some worlds might lack a sun or moon, while
others could have multiple such celestial bodies (Lurie, 1970).
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During the Middle Ages, Christian theology introduced a dualistic view
of existence: the earthly world and the afterlife. Biblical accounts described
a hierarchy of divine realms, including heaven, purgatory, and hell.
Theologians such as Augustine of Hippo and mystics like Meister Eckhart
expanded on these ideas, conceptualizing divine and diabolical realms with
distinct characteristics and inhabitants.

The Renaissance marked a turning point in the development of
multiverse theories. Advances in astronomy and mathematics revealed
the vast distances between Earth and other celestial bodies, fueling
speculation about the existence of other worlds.

Philosopher G. Leibniz further elaborated on these ideas, introducing
the concept of possible worlds within the framework of divine creation.
He argued that God conceived numerous potential worlds but ultimately
realized the «best of all possible worlds». Leibniz distinguished between
necessary, possible, and contingent realities, positing that only some
possibilities transition into actualized states.

In the 20th century, thinkers such as S. Kripke, D. Lewis, and J. Hintikka
refined the concept of possible worlds within analytic philosophy. Hintikka
characterized possible worlds as «states of affairs» or «potential developments
of eventsy, noting that everyday considerations of future possibilities inherently
invoke this concept. Lewis expanded this idea with his counterpart theory,
suggesting that individuals and objects in different worlds are not identical
but share similarities, allowing for comparisons across worlds.

The cosmological interpretation of the world might seem unrelated to
ontology, but the question of reality’s nature has long transcended narrow
academic boundaries. The quantum world’s polyvariant nature prompts a
re-evaluation of philosophical notions regarding possibility, necessity, and
the multiplicity or levels of unfolding realities. A critical question arises:
should potential multiple worlds be viewed as a single reality or as several,
possibly infinite, realities? The concept of a supercomplex Metaverse or
Multiverse suggests the coexistence of the actual (our) world alongside
alternative worlds.

T. Pavel posits that while reading literature, individuals experience «two
contradictory intuitions: on the one hand, they know that unlike the sun,
whose actual existence is beyond doubt» (Pavel, 1986), a character in a
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story exists within their own reality. Readers can empathize with or reflect
upon the character’s actions, creating a division between «one’s own world»
and «the other world» during information perception.

It is essential to differentiate between variability and multiplicity. The
terms «multiple worlds» and «possible worlds» are not synonymous.
«Possible worlds» presuppose a singular real world, with all others remaining
unrealized. Conversely, the hypothesis of «multiple worlds» suggests that
all worlds exist simultaneously and in parallel, without intersection or
interaction — hence the term «parallel worlds».

Variability pertains to different versions of the same world, while
multiplicity addresses entirely distinct worlds. O. Henry’s Roads of
Destiny (1953) exemplifies variability. The story portrays a young poet at
a crossroads with three potential fates, each demonstrating divergent
outcomes within a single world. By contrast, multiplicity is a foundation for
numerous literary works and films, particularly in science fiction, exploring
the simultaneous existence of distinct worlds, as seen in the works of
C. S. Lewis and Roger Zelazny.

In narrative semantics, «possible worlds» often reflect potential states
or events. M.-L. Ryan conceptualizes narrative universes as modal
structures with a central realm of actualized events, surrounded by «wish
worlds», «obligation worlds», «fantasy worlds», and others (Ryan, 1992).
Literary texts, therefore, embody possible worlds where authors construct
scenarios and character arcs that explore alternative outcomes.

The exploration of literary multiverses bridges linguistics, culture, and
cognition. Texts operate with dual references: external (linking the literary
world to reality) and internal (reflecting characters’ perceptions). These
references distinguish the surrounding world from characters’ individual
worlds. The literary world represents a mental map of reality that reshapes
within the reader’s consciousness, merging impressions into new
interpretations.

The literary multiverse conceptualizes a text as a network of
interconnected worlds. Within this framework, five primary sub-worlds
are identified:

1. The Author’s World: This reflects the writer’s personal conceptual-
linguistic system, shaped by biographical, cultural, and ideological factors.
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It encompasses the stylistic and thematic elements unique to the author’s
work.

2. The Immediate World: This represents the objective reality mirrored
in the text, including natural elements, artifacts, and daily life. It provides a
familiar foundation for readers to engage with the narrative.

3. The Character’s World: Each character inhabits a subjective world
shaped by their perceptions, beliefs, and experiences. This world is revealed
through their actions, speech, and interactions.

4. The Unreal World: This encompasses fantastical, supernatural, or
surreal elements within the text. Subtypes include:

Unreal Earthly Worlds: Alternative histories or speculative futures set
on Earth.

Unreal Extraterrestrial Worlds: Imaginary settings beyond Earth,
governed by unique laws.

Unreal Illogical Worlds: Scenarios defying logic, such as magical events
or anthropomorphic animals.

5. The Recipient’s World: This is the reader’s subjective interpretation,
influenced by their cultural context, emotions, and prior knowledge. The
act of reading transforms the text, creating a personalized experience for
each reader.

Immediate World

The immediate world encompasses objective reality, understood through
familiar human experiences. While subjective interpretations influence the
perception of this reality, the literary world mirrors its elements, including
nature, artifacts, and daily life. Conceptual spheres — such as NATURAL
ELEMENTS (e.g., EARTH, WATER, FIRE), FLORA, and FAUNA —
serve as analytical units to map how literature reflects reality.

Character World

Characters form the heart of the literary multiverse, categorized as:

Main characters: Central to the plot with detailed development.

Secondary characters: Supporting but not pivotal.

Episodic characters: Briefly depicted for contextual depth.

Implicit characters: Mentioned but unseen.

Group characters: Collectives that create realism or contrast.

Analyzing characters involves studying their social status, external and
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internal traits, and speech patterns, all of which shape their portrayal and
interaction with the surrounding world.

Author’s World

The author’s world reflects their unique conceptual-linguistic system,
shaped by biographical, cultural, and ideological influences. This world is
a composite of their idiolect and literary preferences, encompassing stylistic
choices, key concepts, and thematic concerns.

Unreal World

The unreal world, defined by its deviation from ontological norms,
includes:

Transcendent elements: God, spirits, metaphysical entities.

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Valyukevych Tetyana. Challenges for educators in hybrid
learning: pedagogical and technological aspects.

The article analyzes the challenges educators face in hybrid learning, focusing
on its pedagogical and technological aspects. The aim of the study is to identify
the main difficulties teachers encounter while organizing and conducting hybrid
learning and to assess their impact on the quality of the educational process. The
research employs general scientific methods of cognition, including analysis,
synthesis, generalization, and systematization of scientific data. The findings
indicate that educators face various organizational, pedagogical, and
psychological challenges in hybrid learning. Organizational difficulties include
the need to simultaneously manage both in-person and online formats,
complicating the learning process. Student motivation issues and low attendance
in online classes make it harder to maintain discipline, while the lack of an
established online learning culture creates additional barriers to teacher-student
interaction. The study reveals that a key pedagogical challenge is assessing
students’ knowledge in an online environment. Traditional evaluation methods
are not always effective, as educators struggle with academic dishonesty.
Additionally, preparing materials for a blended format requires extra resources
and digital skills, which are not always readily available to teachers. A significant
amount of time is spent on technical support, preparing multimedia content, and
communicating with students, leading to an overloaded work schedule. The study
also highlights that teachers experience increased psychological strain due to
constant interaction with digital platforms and the lack of direct contact with
students. A high volume of messages and technical requests creates additional
stress, potentially leading to burnout. The findings indicate that shifts toward
practice-oriented learning require educators to not only revise their teaching
approaches but also actively participate in developing new instructional formats.
The practical significance of the study lies in identifying key challenges of hybrid
learning, which allows for the development of effective strategies to address
them and improve the organization of the educational process.

Chursina Lyudmila. Ukrainian toponymic discourse in Canada.

The article is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of the functioning of
toponyms-urbanonyms with Ukrainian roots in a foreign-language environment.
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The emphasis is placed on the historical aspect of the emigration waves of
Ukrainians to Canada and the prerequisites for the appearance of the first toponyms
of Ukrainian origin on the map of this country, in particular in the urbanonymic
space of the city of Montreal. Integration into Canadian society took place in
stages, and during this period of time, “Canadian Ukrainians” (Ukrainiens
canadiens — an ethnonym for this ethnic community) managed to establish a
powerful diaspora and create a special toponymic landscape. The article analyzes
important aspects of the ethno-cultural specificity of Canadian toponyms of
Ukrainian origin and their role in preserving the Ukrainian identity of Canadian
Ukrainians.

During the period of assimilation, Canadian Ukrainians contributed to the
emergence of a number of clearly expressed toponyms of Ukrainian origin in the
foreign-language toponymic space, which has a beneficial effect on the dialogue
of cultures through a colorful local toponymic discourse. The diversity of ethno-
and exotoponyms on the map of Canada reflects the representative composition
of different segments of the population, including the indigenous population and
immigrants of various nationalities, in particular Ukrainians, who settled here at
one time and took root here.

A number of Ukrainian-language toponyms and urbanonyms are distinguished
as one of the varieties of toponyms, the parameters of their functioning are
outlined, the structural models of their construction are revealed, the nature of
their symbolism and the specificity of the pragmatic effect against the background
of specific ones are investigated. Toponyms with a Ukrainian component in the
names belong to the group of exotoponyms in the Canadian toponymicon.

The urbanonymic space of the city of Montreal is represented by a number of
urbanonyms of Ukrainian origin, among which homonyms predominate, with
a somewhat limited number of microhomonyms, ergonyms, and ecclesionyms.

THEORETICAL APPROACHES TO TRANSLATION
PRACTICE: ENGLISH AND UKRAINIAN PERSPECTIVES

The article discusses the main theoretical approaches to translation practice,
including equivalence, functional approach, linguistic and cultural adaptation, as
well as the role of machine translation and ethical aspects of translation. The key
concepts developed by scholars such as Eugene Naida, John Catford, Hans
Fermeier, Peter Newmark, and Gideon Turi are analyzed to outline the impact of
theoretical models on the practical activities of translators.

Particular attention is paid to the challenges faced by translators of English-
Ukrainian texts, in particular, the need to balance between dynamic and formal
equivalence, the transmission of idiomatic expressions, localization of cultural
realities and ensuring the adequacy of translation. It is noted that functional
approaches, such as the Scopos theory, allow for more flexible adaptation of the
translation to the target audience, while descriptive translation studies help to
determine the influence of cultural and social factors on translation decisions.

1. Equivalence and Functionalist Approaches

Equivalence theory, developed by Nida and Catford, suggests that
translations should convey the same meaning as the source text, ensuring
formal or dynamic equivalence. Formal equivalence aims for a word-for-
word match, while dynamic equivalence focuses on naturalness and
readability in the target language. However, purpose-driven translation
frameworks, with Skopos Theory as an example , argue that translations
should be purpose-driven, prioritizing the target audience’s needs over strict
linguistic fidelity[4].
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In practice, English-Ukrainian translators must balance equivalence and
function, particularly when dealing with idiomatic expressions and culturally
specific references. Some phrases require a shift in structure to maintain
meaning; for instance, the English phrase «spill the beansy is translated
idiomatically in Ukrainian as «Bunaru taemuuiio «(literally, “reveal a
secrety). This demonstrates the need for both linguistic precision and
functional adaptability in cross-linguistic communication.

2. Linguistic and Cultural Adaptation

Newmark (1988) proposed a distinction between communicative and
semantic translation. Communicative translation prioritizes naturalness in
the target language, ensuring the message resonates with the audience,
while semantic translation remains closer to the original text, preserving its
structure and meaning.

Cultural adaptation is crucial in English-Ukrainian translation, as direct
translations may not always convey the intended meaning. Some
expressions, metaphors, or humor may need to be localized rather than
translated literally. For example, the English idiom “break the ice” translates
into Ukrainian as «po3TonuTH Jil y cTOCyHKaX,» which conveys the same
figurative meaning. Similarly, cultural references such as holidays, historical
events, or social norms often require careful adjustments [2]. Skilled
translators analyze both linguistic and cultural contexts to ensure clarity,
coherence, and appropriateness in translation, preserving the essence of
the original text while making it accessible to the target audience.

3. Descriptive Translation Studies (DTS)

Toury (1995) introduced DTS, which examines how translations function
in real-world contexts rather than prescribing rigid methods. This approach
recognizes that translations are shaped by cultural, political, and social
factors. Instead of viewing translation as a fixed process, DTS analyzes
how texts are adapted based on norms and expectations within the target
culture [5].

In English-Ukrainian translation, DTS helps examine how literary works,
political speeches, and technical documents are adjusted to align with
linguistic and cultural norms. For instance, Ukrainian translations of English-
language literature may modify stylistic elements to better resonate with
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readers, while political discourse translations must carefully balance
meaning and tone. Furthermore, DTS is valuable in analyzing historical
shifts in translation norms, helping scholars understand how different socio-
political contexts influence translation choices.

4. Machine Translation and Post-Editing

With advancements in artificial intelligence, machine translation (MT)
has become a key tool for practitioners. While MT models like Google
Translate and DeepL. provide quick solutions, human post-editing remains
essential to ensure accuracy and fluency [4].

In English-Ukrainian translation, MT faces several challenges,
particularly in grammar, syntax, and cultural adaptation. Differences in
verb aspect, case usage, and word order can lead to mistranslations, making
post-editing a crucial step. For example, the English sentence “She has
been working here for five years” may be translated too literally by MT,
missing the correct aspectual nuance in Ukrainian. Additionally, machine-
translated texts often struggle with idiomatic expressions and context-
dependent meanings, requiring human intervention to refine the output.
For instance, the English phrase «it’s a piece of cake” may be translated
literally as «me mmaTtok TopTa,» which does not convey the intended
meaning of «ue nyxe nerko» Professional translators use MT as an aid
rather than a replacement, ensuring the final text maintains both linguistic
accuracy and cultural appropriateness.

Trump’s Narratives: A Cognitive Critical Discourse Analysis

The article explores the interdiscursivity of Donald Trump’s political narratives
through the lens of cognitive critical discourse analysis. The relevance of the
topic lies in the global influence of American political communication, particularly
Trump’s rhetoric, on shaping public consciousness. The study aims to identify
the communicative characteristics of the politician’s speech behavior as
manifested within political discourse. The empirical basis includes 680 utterances
by Trump taken from the 2024 Republican Party electoral program, the 2024
presidential debates, and his posts on the X platform and Instagram. The authors
establish the methodological foundation of the research, based on postmodernism
and social constructivism, and defines the concepts of political discourse and
political narrative. Special attention is paid to interdiscursivity as a hyper-category
manifested in the integration of various discourse type categories. The authors
analyze the categories of situationality, addressability, intentionality, and
informativeness in Trump’s political discourse, demonstrating how the official
style of the election platform combines with conversational and polemical styles.
The study highlights the trend toward pseudo-democratization in contemporary
US political discourse through “equal-level adaptation” to enhance influence on
mass audiences. Particular attention is given to the multimodal aspects of
communication in social networks, especially the use of metaphtonymy as a
combination of metaphorical and metonymic transfers expressed through different
semiotic means. The research results confirm the hypothesis about the dominance
of interdiscursivity in Donald Trump’s political speeches and posts, and open
perspectives for further cross-cultural and multimodal studies of political
narratives.

The article attempts to describe the history of the origin and development of
such a unique phenomenon as student societies in various types, forms, and
directions.

It is based on the results of research results by a group of students representing
different educational programs and years of study, who represented their own
research at the traditional student conference in 2024, dedicated to the issues of
the communicative competencies among students in the twenty-first century.

Therefore, for the first time, the journal “Research Bulletin of Kharkiv University
of Humanities “People’s Ukrainian Academy” publishes a collective article based
on the materials of the section dedicated to the history of education, combining
student research on the history of the origin and functioning of student societies.

The focus of the article is the history of student societies at European and
national universities. The authors aim to describe and analyze the main historical
stages of the functioning of student societies, their impact on students,
universities, education, and the community. The article pays attention to the
reasons for the creation of societies, the main directions of their activities, and
attempts to solve the issues, involving students in research, social activities,
creativity, sports, etc. The political activism issue is discussed separately. The
particular focus is on the students from Kyiv and Kharkiv.

Moskalenko Pylyp, Hoha Nataliia. Features of emotional burnout
in the volunteer environment.

This article explores the specific characteristics of volunteer activities, outlining
key areas and aspects of engagement, including providing assistance to diverse
groups and supporting individuals requiring social rehabilitation.

A definition of emotional burnout among volunteers is offered, conceptualized
as a manifestation of professional stress, with its principal symptoms identified:
exhaustion experienced as a sense of overstrain; emotional detachment as a coping
strategy against emotional stressors; diminished personal efficacy; and decreased
motivation, among others.
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The article presents the results of an original empirical study examining the
motivation of volunteers, conducted using a specially designed questionnaire.
The study identified core motivational drivers for volunteer engagement, such as
the desire to help others, the aspiration to influence change at both micro and
macro levels, opportunities for retraining, the development of communication
skills, and the establishment of new social connections. Prospects for the future
transformation of volunteer activity are also discussed.

Factors contributing to volunteers’ physical and emotional recovery are
enumerated.

Furthermore, the article reports the findings of professional burnout
diagnostics based on three scales: loss of energy and emotional exhaustion;
depersonalization (a state of alienation from oneself); and a reduction in
professional achievements.

Practical recommendations are proposed for the prevention of emotional
burnout among volunteers, including diversifying types of activities, maintaining
balance and life rhythm, and fostering empathy.

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LOGISTICS 4.0. THE IMPACT OF DIGITAL

integration and optimisation of supply chains. The article examines the theoretical
foundations of Logistics 4.0, which involve the use of digital platforms for real-
time monitoring, analysis, and management of logistics operations. Special attention
is given to the advantages of implementing these technologies, including increased
efficiency, cost reduction, improved customer service, and the creation of
competitive advantages.

In particular, the article highlights the importance of blockchain technology in
enhancing the transparency and reliability of transactions within supply chains,
and the use of artificial intelligence for demand forecasting and logistics operations
optimisation.

Future research should focus on a more detailed examination of the impact of
individual technologies across various economic sectors, as well as the
development of recommendations to minimise the risks associated with their
implementation. The advancement of Logistics 4.0 holds substantial potential for
improving business efficiency and enhancing the competitiveness of companies
amid globalisation and digitalisation of the economy.

Problem Statement. In the context of the dynamic development of
digital technologies and the transformation of the global economic
environment, logistics is evolving from a supporting function within a
company into a strategic tool for ensuring its competitiveness. Current
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global market trends indicate a growing demand for flexible, adaptive, and
intelligent logistics systems capable of responding rapidly to changing
external conditions, reducing transaction costs, ensuring supply chain
transparency, and generating added value for the end consumer.

Traditional logistics models, based on linear management structures for
material and information flows, are proving to be insufficiently effective in
the digital economy. These models fail to address emerging challenges
such as the multi-vector nature of global supply chains, the exponential
growth of information volumes, the shortening of product life cycles, demand
volatility, and increasing consumer expectations regarding service speed
and quality [1]. These trends intensify the need to transition toward
integrated, digitally managed next-generation logistics systems that operate
on principles of openness, self-regulation, predictive analytics, and
decentralised control.

In this context, the concept of Logistics 4.0 becomes particularly relevant
as a logical continuation of logistics evolution under the conditions of the
Fourth Industrial Revolution. Logistics 4.0 entails the application of a wide
range of digital technologies—including the Internet of Things (IoT), Big
Data, Artificial Intelligence (Al), machine learning, blockchain solutions,
cloud computing, cyber-physical systems, digital twins, autonomous
transport, and automated warehouses—with the goal of forming self-
organizing, interconnected, and analytically driven logistics systems [3].

Although the past decade has seen active research into various aspects
of logistics digitalisation, a significant portion of the academic literature
has remained either technological or applied in nature, focusing primarily
on the analysis of specific automation tools or case studies from individual
enterprises. At the same time, the theoretical and methodological dimension
of the impact of digital technologies on the key performance parameters
of logistics processes—such as speed, accuracy, adaptability, reliability,
and economic feasibility—remains underexplored [5]. Furthermore, the
relationship between logistics digitalisation and a company’s strategic
competitiveness requires further investigation, particularly considering
factors such as innovativeness, customer orientation, organisational agility,
and scalability.
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Furthermore, the academic discourse lacks a systematic overview of
the experience of implementing Logistics 4.0 technologies in domestic
enterprises, as well as standardised criteria for assessing the effectiveness
of such transformations, taking into account industry-specific characteristics
and the level of digital maturity within organisations. This highlights the
objective need for the generalisation of theoretical approaches, empirical
analysis, and the development of practical recommendations to improve
logistics process efficiency in a digital environment.

Thus, the scientific problem lies in identifying, systematising, and
substantiating the key mechanisms through which digital technologies
influence enterprise logistics activities in the context of enhancing
operational efficiency and achieving sustainable competitive advantages.
Addressing this issue requires an interdisciplinary approach that integrates
knowledge from logistics, information technology, strategic management,
and enterprise economics.

Analysis of Recent Research and Publications. In recent years,
the issue of digital transformation in logistics has attracted increasing
attention from scholars, practitioners, and consultants, driven by the need
for enterprises to adapt to the conditions of the Fourth Industrial Revolution
(Industry 4.0). The current scientific discourse demonstrates a wide range
of studies that explore various aspects of Logistics 4.0, including its
technological foundations, economic effects, impact on supply chains, and
influence on corporate development strategies.

A significant contribution to the development of the Logistics 4.0 concept
has been made by researchers working within the framework of the
“Industrie 4.0” initiative. They have outlined a new model of digital
production and logistics in which cyber-physical systems (CPS) and the
Internet of Things (IoT) form the foundation for automated management
of the entire product life cycle [1]. These scholars emphasise the need to
develop self-coordinating logistics networks that operate in real time.

International academic literature actively explores the potential of Big
Data analytics in logistics [7], which allows for demand forecasting,
inventory and delivery route optimisation, and automated decision-making,.
Particular attention is given to the use of artificial intelligence (Al) and
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machine learning for improving the accuracy of logistics forecasting,
inventory management, and risk modelling in supply chains [4]. This group
of studies demonstrates the effectiveness of hybrid analytical approaches
to managing complex and dynamic supply systems.

Another prominent topic in current academic discussions is the
integration of cloud technologies into logistics systems [13]. Researchers
highlight that the shift to cloud-based platforms ensures unified access to
data for all supply chain participants, reduces infrastructure costs, and
enhances decision-making speed. Meanwhile, studies on blockchain
technology [11] focus on ensuring transparency, traceability, and trust in
logistics operations, particularly in globalised supply chains.

A distinct body of research is dedicated to measuring the effectiveness
of Logistics 4.0. Scholars [8, 10] propose approaches for assessing the
digital maturity of logistics processes and developing key performance
indicators (KPIs) that consider both operational and strategic dimensions.
These studies emphasise that effective implementation of Logistics 4.0
should be based on a clear understanding of performance metrics rather
than solely on technological innovations.

In the domestic academic environment, the topic of Logistics 4.0 is still in
its formative stage. In particular, research by Ukrainian scholars [6] is primarily
focused on applied analyses of the implementation of digital technologies in
transport and logistics systems, as well as on evaluating the readiness of
enterprises for digitalisation. The works of domestic researchers highlight
the benefits of digital tools for managing warehousing logistics, transportation,
and distribution. However, there is a lack of interdisciplinary studies that
consider the strategic context of competitiveness.

In summary, despite the wide range of existing research, several
unresolved issues remain, including:

* The absence of a comprehensive theoretical model reflecting the
impact of digital technologies on logistics KPIs of companies.

» A shortage of empirical studies confirming the positive or negative
effects of implementing Logistics 4.0 across different industries.

 Limited analytical tools for measuring the integrated impact of digital
solutions on enterprise competitiveness.

This indicates the relevance of further interdisciplinary research that
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combines technical, economic, managerial, and strategic aspects of
digitalising logistics systems.

Purpose of the Article. In today’s economy, which is heavily influenced
by global digitalisation processes, strategic logistics management is acquiring
a qualitatively new meaning. Logistics 4.0, as an integrative concept of
digital transformation in the management of material and information flows,
creates the prerequisites for significantly enhancing the efficiency of
logistics systems and generating new sources of enterprise competitiveness.
At the same time, as the literature review shows, there is a lack of a
holistic theoretical and methodological approach to understanding the
essence, structure, and mechanisms of Logistics 4.0’s influence on the
performance of business logistics activities. The existing terminological,
conceptual, and analytical fragmentation complicates the formation of a
systematic understanding of next-generation logistics as a subject of
academic research.

Based on the above, the purpose of this article is to establish the
theoretical foundations for understanding Logistics 4.0 as a modern form
of organising logistics processes driven by digital technologies and to identify
the theoretical mechanisms through which it influences company
performance and competitiveness.

To achieve this goal, the article addresses the following three interrelated
theoretical objectives:

1. To generalise the conceptual framework and foundational principles
of Logistics 4.0 by critically analysing existing academic interpretations,
classifications, and structural approaches, and by identifying the core digital
technologies that constitute its foundation.

2. To justify the main channels and forms through which digital
technologies impact logistics system performance, particularly in terms of
adaptability, flexibility, precision, informational transparency, synchronisation,
and processing speed of logistics operations.

3. To reveal the logical-theoretical link between the development of
Logistics 4.0 and the formation of enterprise competitiveness, taking into
account the influence of digital solutions on logistics strategies, innovation
potential, service level, responsiveness to market changes, and the overall
effectiveness of management decisions in the logistics domain.
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Solving these objectives will deepen the scientific understanding of the
nature of Logistics 4.0, refine its theoretical parameters as a subject of
economic research, and contribute to the further development of a
methodological foundation for studying its impact on the functioning of
logistics systems in a digital environment.

Key Research Findings. The development of Logistics 4.0 opens
new horizons for transforming logistics operations through the integration
of various innovative technologies such as the Internet of Things (IoT),
Big Data, Artificial Intelligence (Al), cyber-physical systems, blockchain,
and automation. Theoretical analysis of these technologies enables a deeper
understanding of how digital transformations affect the efficiency of logistics
systems, contributing to enhanced company competitiveness.

One of the key outcomes of this research is the theoretical identification
and systematisation of the core components of Logistics 4.0, namely:
autonomous systems, data analytics, automated processes, and integrated
platforms that optimise supply chain management. Logistics 4.0 is based
on the integration of diverse technologies that enable efficient monitoring
and control of complex supply networks in real time. For instance, the use
of IoT ensures constant communication between various elements of the
supply chain, allowing for continuous monitoring of product conditions,
movement, and storage environments [2]. This significantly reduces the
likelihood of errors and disruptions that are common in traditional logistics
systems, where data is often processed manually.

Another important outcome is the theoretical exploration of the use of
Big Data and Artificial Intelligence (Al) in Logistics 4.0. The analysis of
large volumes of data enables companies to forecast changes in product
demand, optimise transportation routes, reduce storage costs, and improve
inventory planning. Through deep learning and machine learning methods,
businesses can make forecasts and decisions based on learned patterns,
minimising human error and increasing operational accuracy [13].
Moreover, real-time analytics allows rapid response to changing market
conditions, thereby increasing the flexibility and adaptability of logistics
systems.

Another critical component is blockchain technology, which enhances
the transparency and reliability of logistics operations. By implementing
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blockchain, all transactions become verifiable by all supply chain participants,
eliminating the risk of data manipulation and fostering trust among
stakeholders. This is crucial for ensuring the security and reliability of
deliveries, as well as for reducing transaction costs. Blockchain can
significantly cut down on documentation time by eliminating intermediaries
and minimising risks related to unauthorised changes in documentation [4].

Continuing the theoretical discussion, it should be noted that process
automation—especially through the use of robotic systems and autonomous
vehicles—significantly improves the efficiency and safety of logistics
operations. Autonomous vehicles, capable of operating without human
intervention, reduce transportation costs and increase the speed and
accuracy of deliveries [6]. Automated warehouse and cargo management
systems based on robotics help optimise warehouse space, increase storage
capacity, and reduce cargo handling times.

Regarding companies’ competitiveness, the implementation of Logistics
4.0 technologies directly influences strategic positioning. The adoption of
digital technologies not only significantly reduces logistics operation costs
but also creates new opportunities for providing innovative services that
differentiate companies from competitors. For example, improved service
personalisation and the ability to promptly respond to demand changes
allow companies to quickly adjust their logistics processes to individual
customer needs, directly boosting satisfaction and loyalty [9].

Digital technologies also help reduce not only operational costs but also
improve environmental performance. Automated and autonomous transport
systems lower energy consumption and CO, emissions and optimise
resource use, such as packaging materials and storage energy [5]. This is
particularly relevant for companies aiming to meet sustainable development
goals and comply with environmental standards.

Overall, the integration of Logistics 4.0 technologies is transforming
logistics system management approaches, creating new opportunities for
performance improvement. At the same time, it enables companies to
develop new competitive advantages by reducing costs and improving
customer service levels, making them more flexible and resilient to external
changes.

Conclusions. The theoretical analysis of the impact of digital
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technologies on the efficiency and competitiveness of companies within
the framework of Logistics 4.0 reveals that digital transformation
significantly affects all aspects of logistics processes. Core technologies
such as the Internet of Things (IoT), Big Data, Artificial Intelligence (Al),
blockchain, automation, and robotics are shaping new approaches to supply
chain management. These allow companies to significantly enhance
operational performance, reduce costs, and improve the speed and accuracy
of logistics operations.

Specifically, Logistics 4.0 ensures greater transparency and data
integration at all stages of the supply chain, facilitating better planning,
optimisation, and control over goods movement. Technologies like
blockchain and IoT notably reduce the risks of errors, fraud, and delivery
delays, which are essential for increasing overall efficiency. In addition,
digital tools enable companies to respond quickly to shifts in demand and
market conditions, supporting their agility and adaptability to external
challenges.

Special attention should be paid to the influence of Logistics 4.0 on
improving enterprise competitiveness. The integration of modern digital
solutions creates new competitive advantages, particularly through cost
reduction, process optimisation, and enhanced customer service. Automation
and robotics reduce human error, increasing task accuracy and speed, key
to maintaining stable operations in a globalised and highly competitive
environment.

However, despite the many advantages of Logistics 4.0, there are notable
challenges in its implementation. These include high initial investment costs,
the need for new skills and qualifications among personnel, and cybersecurity
and data protection issues, especially in the context of Big Data and
blockchain technologies.

Therefore, future research should focus on assessing the effectiveness
of implementing specific digital technologies across different economic
sectors and developing recommendations for mitigating the risks associated
with their use. One promising area is the study of how innovative logistics
solutions impact sustainable development, particularly in reducing the
environmental footprint of logistics processes and achieving the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs).
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In conclusion, Logistics 4.0 is a crucial tool for improving companies’
competitiveness and efficiency. However, successful implementation
requires addressing a range of technological, organisational, and economic
challenges. Future research should prioritise integrating these technologies
into sustainable business models and refining logistics systems to ensure
more effective and ethical business practices.
